CFR SIGNALS NEW BRITISH TACTIC
TOWARD IRAN, IRAQ

When Foreign Affairs, the magazine of the New York Council on Foreign Relations (CFR), launches
anew line, itis a good idea to sit up and take notice. This is the magazine which inaugurated the Cold War,
ina‘F celebrated 1947 piece on the containment of the Soviet Union, written by George Kennan; it hosted
the first official policy statement on the doctrine of “dual containment” of Iran and Iraq; and, more recently,
itintroduced the world to Samuel Huntington’s “Clash of Civilization” thesis. As developments were to
bear out, none of these essays represented the mere elaboration of personal views, no matter how stri-
dently the magazine’s editors will protest, that they are merely “accepting the responsibility for giving [the
views expressed] a chance to appear”. In each case, the essays served to float a new policy line, churned
out by the CFR’s mother think-tank in Great Britain, the Royal Institute for International Affairs,
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among readers in the policymaking circles of the United States. In anutshell, Foreign Affairs serves up to
an American audience the latest recipes that strategic analysts of the British geopolitical school have cooked
up. The ultimate address to which the magazine sends its views—it hopes, for implementation—is the
White House.

Thus, when Foreign Affairs in its May/June 1997 issue, features articles on “Changing Course in the
Persian Gulf”, something not insignificant is afoot. The feature includes contributions by well-known pro-
ponents of the British school of geopolitics, among them Zbigniew Brzezinski, (Sir) Brent Scowcroft, and
Richard Murphy, as well as Rand Corporation senior political analysts Graham Fuller and Ian Lesser. The
first three headed up a CFR Independent Task Force on Stability and Security in the Gulf, whose conclu-
sions provided the basis for the articles in Foreign Affairs. Richard Murphy, who was the project direc-
tor, also chaired a CFR Independent Study Group on Gulf Stability and Security and its Implications for
American Foreign Policy, whose recommendations to the administration were published together with
those of the Task Force. The Task Force met four times over the past year, and the Study Group met
seven times; Brzezinski and Scowcroft conducted a field trip to the region, in addition.

What is the gist of the report issuing from such an extravagant effort? Quite simply: that the United
States should take the “dual containment” doctrine, which the CFR has championed officially since 1992,
and throw it overboard. Aradically new strategy toward Iran and Iraq is called for, under the rubric of
maintaining stability and security in the Persian Gulf region.

There are several different layers of reality dealt with in the CFR studies. The first, most superficial, is
the cover story: what the geopolitical strategists say they are doing and why. The deeper level, which one
can access by reading between the lines, is the real story: what the CFR crowd is seriously concerned
about, and why. Finally, there is the question that the Foreign Affairs feature provokes, of any thoughtful
reader: what a viable new Gulf policy would look like for the U.S. Administration.

THE COVER STORY: IRAQ

The starting point for all the studies is the pragmatic statement of fact that the dual containment policy
does not work. It “is more a slogan than a strategy”, and “the policy may not be sustainable for much
longer,” as it’s stated in “Differentiated Containment”, by Brzezinski. The dual containment policy, for the
Study Group, is “at an impasse”’; in the words of Graham E. Fuller and Ian O. Lesser, it is “unraveling”, and
“a geopolitical dead end”.

The reason given for its growing obsolescence is that the stated aims of the policy, when it was officially
articulated by Anthony Lake in Foreign Affairs, have not been reached. Indeed, in part, the policy is said
to have had a boomerang effect.

According to the CFR, dual containment was a policy of punitive actions, like economic sanctions and
political isolation, aimed at “containing” both Iraq and Iran. Iraq was considered a threat to the region by
virtue of its possessing weapons of mass destruction and its ability to affect the flow and price of oil on the
international markets. Thus, through the military aggression of Operation Desert Storm against Iraq, and
the continuing United Nations embargo policy, the nation was to be brought to its knees, and its “dictator”
Saddam Hussein, overthrown by a democratic alliance of forces friendly to the West.
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[H: Now let us look at this a minute and consider what, along with this scenario, didn’t happen.
Let us consider what took place in that nasty little encounter in the Middle East and stop kidding
yourselves.

Bush had, for goodness sakes, joint bank accounts with Saddam and if you don’t know that—go
back and read our presentations. BUNCHES of money into the $250 jillion category in such as
BCCI. Now where would they get ALL that money? Well, no, it is not ‘“just”’ the Department of
Agriculture and Arms/Contra dealings—there was massive seizure of lands and mortgages in
the U.S. which papers were sent for safekeeping to, as I recall, Kuwait or some compound just
within Iraq. Anyway the plan was to have Saddam, at Bush’s instructions, get that war under way
and go in and seize the place holding those documents in massive numbers in the basement—
AND BLOW AWAY THE BUILDING AND THE BASEMENT, TOTALLY. Ah, but Saddam was
not that stupid, went in and simply got the documents and moved them back into safe blackmail-
keeping arrangements in Baghdad while protecting them with hostages or whatever else came
along. Now he still has them and all the “‘searching” for atomic stuff was supposed to produce
those instruments—but of course Saddam didn’t reveal them. This, however, is WHY the end of
the war did NOT move back into Baghdad as was considered militarily. Moreover, when you
look at the Pan Am #800 downing you have to KNOW that the plane was several hours delayed
in takeoff to await boxes of documents (same category as above) to be loaded onto the craft and
now you know, forever lost to a crash disaster. These men are ruthless and will commit any
heinous act to keep ahead in their dastardly games. Oh well! They perhaps are YOUR problem;
they are NOT mine. In fact, when they keep their agreements with ME, I will promptly quit
being nasty to them and telling all their miserable secrets.]

However, as the CFR concedes, “Saddam Hussein is still a power.” Moreover, the “international
consensus on continuing the containment of Iraq is fraying,” writes Brzezinski. The Study Group document
points out, “Some even charge that the United States and certain of its close Arab friends are responsible
for inflicting unnecessary suffering on the Iraqi people.” [H: This is the understatement of the cen-
tury!] Concern is expressed that a consensus for U.S. military presence, allegedly to protect the region
from Iraqi aggression, is falling apart, among members of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC—Saudi
Arabia, Kuwait, Bahrain, Qatar, the United Arab Emirates, and Oman). “U.S. policies towards Iraq,
which were adopted in 1990-91, are causing friction with Turkey, the European allies, Japan, some of the
GCC states and to a lesser degree the Iraqi Kurds.” [H: This is the second largest understatement of
the century!] ...Fuller and Lesser point out that, if the rationale behind Desert Storm was to secure
“reasonable oil prices”, this is anti-economical in the least, since the cost of deployments, in the order of
$30-60 billion per year, far outweighs the $30 billion worth of oil imported by the United States.

Therefore, Brzezinski, Scowcroft, and Murphy recommend ““five corollaries to the basic containment
policy”, which are reflected in all the other CFR essays. They are the following: (1) “The international
community must credibly demonstrate its concern for the Iraqi people even if their own ruler does not.”
So, the effect of the sanctions “on ordinary Iraqis” should be mitigated, and the oil-for-food allowances of
the UN should be pursued. The sanctions, however, should not be totally lifted, rather suspended, “‘so that
the international community can reimpose them should unacceptable Iraqi behavior resume”. (2) The
United States should make clear its commitment to the integrity of the Iraqi state. (3) It should “consult
more closely with Turkey... on how best to stabilize the situation in Iraqi Kurdistan”, and even consider
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rethinking Operation Northern Watch. (4) The United States should signal its readiness to “work with a
post-Saddam Iraqi regime”, without demanding that it be “benign and democratic”. “American officials
should state that they would be prepared to deal with any Iraqi regime—including one that emerged from
within the military or the Baath Party—that is ready to fulfill Iraq’s basic international obligations.” Debt
relief for Iraq would even be in order, as a gesture to promote the process. 5) However, Saddam’s regime

should be thoroughly punished, if it “crosses clearly drawn lines of appropriate behavior”.
THE COVER STORY: IRAN

A similar sleight-of-hand is developed to argue the case for altering policy toward Iran. Iran, itis said,
merited containment by the West, due to its alleged sponsorship of international terrorism, its alleged
pursuit of a nuclear weapons program, and its hostility to the Middle East peace process. Containment of
Iran, Brzezinski, et al., write, has taken the form of economic sanctions and, since 1995, the introduction
of a secondary boycott. The Iran and Libya Sanctions Act, passed by Congress in 1996 and signed by
President Clinton “mandates U.S. sanctions against any foreign firm that invests more than $40 mil-
lion in the development of energy resources in Iran or Libya.” Yet the authors are quick to note the policy
has not been successful; it has enraged many U.S. allies, but has not persuaded them to break off trade
relations with Teheran. Virtually no major deals have been prevented by this clause. In fact the Turks and
Iranians got around it, in their $23 billion pipeline deal, by specifying that Turkey would build and finance
its part of the pipeline itself, and that the part of the pipeline going through Iran would not benefit from
outside investments. In May, the Iranians announced a $4 billion deal with the French company Total, and
others, for oil exploration and development.

The authors therefore propose that the hard-line stance toward Teheran be softened, and they ratio-
nalize the shift with the following arguments: Despite concern over Iran’s threat to regional security, “There
is little reason to believe that Iran’s conventional military buildup will pose a direct challenge to U.S.
regional supremacy.” Despite U.S. commitment to the Middle East peace process, “opposition to that
process by another country should not be grounds for international excommunication.” Although Iran has
been accused of fostering “Islamic fundamentalist terrorism”, the United States “must be careful not to
demonize Islam.” The CFR leading group specifics that the “single most worrisome aspect of Iran’s
behavior is its apparent quest for nuclear weapons capability.” Here, it proposes that Washington respond
by “pushing the controls and inspection provisions of the existing nuclear non-proliferation regime to their
limits and continuing to make counterproliferation efforts a top priority.” The United States should con-
sider a “tradeoff”, using the carrot rather than the stick, “in return for Iran’s acceptance of restrictions on its
civilian nuclear program...”

The same approach is presented by members of the Study Group who propose that, while maintaining
its military containment of Iran, the United States should offer some “positive incentives”, to wit: “Reduce
the intensity of the rhetorical war... Reduce the economic embargo to a narrow range of specific items...
Encourage the International Atomic Energy Agency to carry out a more aggressive program of inspec-
tions”’; and, “Explore the potential of dialogue through track-two [unofficial] channels to Iran.”

While it is certainly true that the embargo policy has failed in fact, one must ask: Why the turnabout
now? What has prompted the CFR in early 1997 (just as hard-liner John Major was vacating the Prime
Ministry in London to the softer Tony Blair) to float the balloon of a complete turnaround in policy toward
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the Persian Gulf? Could they not have realized, earlier, that containment was not achieving its stated aims?
THE REAL STORY

In reality, the entire argument as formulated by the CFR is a fraud. First, “dual containment” did not
originate with the Clinton administration, nor was it designed exclusively against the two Persian Gulf
giants. The dual containment idea actually originated in the 1970s under Henry Kissinger, who outlined
the policy in a National Security Council memorandum, NSSM 200, which was held classified for 19
years. In that document, Kissinger outlined the Malthusian policy which represented the heart of British
geopolitical thinking toward the entire developing sector: The policy was to prevent nations in the develop-
ing sector—especially those with strategic raw materials—from achieving economic independence through
industrialization. Strategies were mapped out to force back demographic growth in fast-growing coun-
tries, and to engineer wars, if necessary, to reduce population.

The Iran-Iraqg War from 1980-88 was one expression of that British geopolitical thrust: to pit the two
leading economies of the region against one another, even to support the one or the other militarily, albeit
through proxies, to the end of letting them destroy each other, as Kissinger was quoted saying. No sooner
had the bloodletting subsided than the British took up the crusade against Iraq with Operation Desert
Storm, to annihilate its capacity for industrialization. As James Baker III put it, the idea was to “bomb Iraq
back to the Stone age”.

What was dubbed ““dual containment” during the Clinton administration, therefore, is nothing but the
continuation, under a different guise, of a Kissinger policy. Itis no coincidence that those credited with
having authored the policy, Martin Indyk and Tony Lake, are both dyed-in-the-blood Kissingerians.

Now, looking at the targeted nations objectively today, one must acknowledge the following: Iraq,
since the 1990-91 Desert Storm and continuing embargo, has been placed in a position whereby it has no
choice but to play by the rules. The country is de facto partitioned in areas under international control,
known as the no-fly zone in southern Iraq, and the area of “Operation Provide Comfort” in northern Iraq.
Its exports of oil are controlled, according to the UN resolution allowing $4 billion worth per year, and
specifying that the revenues be allocated first for UN agencies’ costs, then for reparations to Kuwait,
before they can be spent on urgently needed food and medical imports.

Thus, Iraq does not constitute any military threat, regionally or otherwise, in the terms defined by the
CFR. Itdoes constitute a “threat” to CFR thinking, to the extent that, having rebuilt much of its destroyed
infrastructure, it could, if allowed, complete this industrialization process. This would be a threat to the
Malthusians, particularly if this were done in concert with Iran, within the larger context.

The real threat in the eyes of the CFR is Iran, for reasons which have nothing to do with alleged
support for terrorism, nuclear weapons capabilities, or hostility to the Arab-Israeli peace process. Iranis
considered a threat for reasons that the authors acknowledge half-way, and between the lines.

Brzezinski, Scowcroft, and Murphy write: “In Iran, the United States confronts a country with poten-
tially considerable military and economic capabilities and an imperial tradition, which occupies a crucial
position both for the Gulf and for future relations between the West and Central Asia. If Iraq poses a clear
and relatively simple immediate threat, Iran represents a geopolitical challenge of far greater magnitude and
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complexity.” Again: “Iran’s geopolitical importance is greater than Iraq’s, and the challenge it represents is
more complex.” Although it “does not currently pose a threat of military aggression, its long-term policies
could destabilize the region.”

Here we come to the crux of the matter: Iran’s “crucial position... between the West and Central Asia”
and its “long-term policies”.

Iran has always held a crucial geographic position, as the natural bridge between Asia and Europe.
The development of the historic Silk Road is the most immediate embodiment of that fact. Since the 1991
collapse of the Soviet Union, Iran’s geographical function has been radically redefined and enhanced, as
prospects for revival of the Silk Road have regained feasibility. The emergence of the Central Asian
Republics (CAR) as independent, sovereign states, meant that the Chinese plan, known as the Continental
Land-Bridge, for extending a vast rail network westwards, to integrate Eurasia again, could be realized. In
June 1992, rail connections were opened from China to Kazakhstan, which gave that land-locked country
access to Chinese ports. In May 1996, the rail link was completed between Iran’s Mashhad and
Turkmenistan’s Tajan through Sarakhs, which meant that the entire rail network through the CAR was
hooked up with that of Iran. This constituted a breakthrough of geopolitical significance as it opened up
access to the Persian Gulf for all the CAR. At the same time, a series of far-reaching agreements made by
Iran with the CAR, and with Turkey, led to the creation of a network of pipelines, capable of transporting
the immense oil and natural gas reserves from the CAR, through Iran, to international markets, and through
Iran and Turkey into Europe. The most spectacular of these was the deal signed by the new Turkish prime
minister, Necmettin Erbakan, in August 1996, between Turkey and Iran, for $23 billion, providing for
Iranian gas to be supplied to Turkey through a new pipeline constructed by both. The new transportation
links eastwards across Central Asia, meant that the same oil and gas supplies could be made available
cheaply to China and other countries of Asia.

At the same time, Iran has pursued a policy of diversification, so as to decrease its dependency on oil
exports; furthermore, since Iran will be exporting more oil, including to Asian markets, it plans to shift its
own energy production to the nuclear realm. An important deal with Russia, for completing the Bushehr
nuclear plant, is part of this.

These are the facts that explain why the CFR is so concerned about Iran’s “crucial position... between
the West and Central Asia”, and its “long-term policies”.

BACK TO THE DRAWING BOARD

In short, the CFR series is a hysterical response to the facts that have been shaping global strategic
realities over the past year: that the Chinese and the Iranians, together with Turkey, have initiated a dy-
namic of economic growth, by reconstructing the Silk Road, through the Eurasian Land-Bridge. In the
process, economic and political relations among the key nations of the continent—China, Russia, India,
Pakistan, Iran, Turkey, and the CAR—have broken out of the geopolitical straitjacket in which British
manipulation over centuries had confined them. Itis not the “‘dual containment” of two Persian Gulf nations
which has failed, but the whole kit and kaboodle of geopolitics, as a mode of political strategy.

This places the CFR and its cothinkers in the somewhat uncomfortable position of having to think of
something new. Precisely, the dilemma posed to them is of the following nature: If the nations of the
Eurasian continent pursue their “long-term” policies and develop the continent, they will ultimately elude all
outside control. The CFR boys are faced with the nightmare of the British school at the turn of this century:
As geopolitician Halford Mackinder liked to put it, he who controls the “Eurasian heartland”, controls the
world. Now, it appears the nations of the Eurasian heartland have found the economic policy means
through which to exert that sovereign control.

In somewhat predictable fashion, the CFR has responded by trying to counter the threat by subtle
subversion, rather than take it head on. This is the significance of the outright admission of failure which
characterizes the CFR series: The old policy of confrontation, threats, sanctions, and other punishment
“does not work™, so let us find another policy that does.
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THE POLICY OF ‘DUAL PENETRATION’

Without ever identifying the Eurasian Land-Bridge program or economic policy orientation explicitly
as the enemy, the CFR analysts touch, almost en passant, on two major factors in the Eurasian economic
conception: the rail infrastructure works and the oil and gas pipelines. The actual subject of their concern,
in dealing with both, is the vast raw materials reserves, not only, or even primarily, in Iran and Iraq, but
rather, in the Central Asian Republics. One strategic question the CFR is asking itself is: How can we lay
our hands on these rich natural treasures, without looking like thieves in the night?

The most sophisticated approach in the Foreign Affairs issue is made by Jahangir Amuzegar, [H:
This name helps to negate ‘“‘Hatonn” seeming like a far-out project of space, doesn’t it? One
day you wonderful Doubting Thomases are going to have to join the REAL WORLD!] in an article
entitled “Adjusting Sanctions”. Whatever his political leanings, the author, who was minister of finance in
Iran before the 1979 revolution, does have some knowledge of the economic reality of the country and
presents a more honest picture of the Iranian economy under sanctions than his CFR colleagues.

Stating that the sanctions have not “inflicted irreparable damage” to the Iranian economy, Amuzegar
says, on the contrary, “the economic indicators are healthier than at any time since the early 1990s.” Crude
oil production, oil export revenues, and domestic investment have risen, while foreign debt has been
reduced. Furthermore, psychologically, the sanctions have had a counterproductive effect, as the “deter-
mination to become self-sufficient in most of their needs heralded a shift to other sources of equipment for
exporting oil and stronger ties with Asia, Africa and Latin America.” And politically, he notes, whereas Iran
was a pariah state in the mid-1980s, now, only the United States and Israel are declared enemies, and
“Teheran now has close ties to Russia, China, India, Indonesia and Brazil.” He dedicates a footnote to the
opening of the Sarkhs-Tajan railway link, which was attended by representatives from 40 countries.

After reviewing the various options open to Washington, including military action and maintaining or
strengthening sanctions, Amuzegar opts for seeking a “prudent modus vivendi with the rogue state”. His
approach is informed by his notion that, although the U.S. and Iranian governments may be at odds, there
are interests which the two countries share. Among these he lists: avoiding chaos in the region, and
maintaining the free flow of oil. But the thinking behind Amuzegar’s approach is exquisitely geopolitical.
He states: “Both need each other geopolitically, as the twin pillars of a regional counterbalance to Russia’s
potentially expansionist aspirations within the Commonwealth of Independent States and toward the warm
waters of the Persian Gulf. And, finally, both countries can fruitfully cooperate in developing and trans-
porting the energy resources of the Central Asian states and the Caucasus, reducing those nations’ depen-
dance on Russia.” In other words, perhaps the CFR can convince Iran to play ball, if the offer is presented
as a partnership, including the resource-rich CAR, again, against Russia.

The author recognizes Iran’s importance geographically, as “the Middle East’s most populous and
second-largest country, surrounded by 15 neighbors with which it shares land borders or bodies of water,
amajor global energy source with 10% of the world’s oil and 15% of its natural gas, a pivotal player both
in the Region and within OPEC, and a gateway to central Asia.” To the end of bringing about a new
orientation, he proposes that a dialogue with Iran be promoted by handsome incentives, such as the
release of Iranian frozen assets or new World Bank loans.



What Amuzegar is offering is a kind of lurid partnership with Iran. Seeing what Iran has achieved and
the central economic role it now plays in the region, this rather sophisticated proposal says, let us make
friends with Teheran, and see if we can steal a piece of the pie. Specifically, the author eyes the vast riches
in Central Asia, including the Caspian Sea. Since the economic and political conditions do not exist for
predatory firms to loot them outright (as, for example, is being done in the Great Lakes region of Africa),
the author seems to want to propose that Iran be convinced to accord looting rights to Western oil con-
cerns. His suggestion that the World Bank be brought in more prominently is of central significance; as the
tragic experience of the Middle East since September 1993 has shown, one of the most effective ways of
wrecking any project for economic cooperative development is to give the World Bank and the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund control over the purse-strings. This is something which the Iranian leadership fully
understands; in its recent agreements within the context of the Economic Cooperation Organization (ECO),
great stress was placed on independent sovereign control over financing of infrastructure projects.

Amuzegar’s basic thrust is made more bluntly by Brzezinski, et al., who write: “One negative conse-
quence of current policy is the damage inflicted on America’s interest in gaining greater access to the
energy sources of Central Asia. An independent and Economically accessible Central Asia is in the
interests of both the United States and Iran. The United States should do nothing to preclude Central
Asia’s eventual emergence, nor stand in the way of deals that might facilitate it. The United States should
therefore refrain from automatically opposing the construction of gas and oil pipelines across Iran. Here,
as with policy toward Iraq, the United States must consult more often with its Turkish ally and fashion a
regional policy that makes sense on the ground.”

The reference to Turkey here, as in virtually all the essays featured in Foreign Affairs, betrays another
major concern underlying the policy rethinking on the part of the CFR. Since Refah Party leader Erbakan
became prime minister in Turkey, vast agreements with Iran have been signed. In addition, it was on
Erbakan’s initiative that the D-8 grouping came into being, which, together with the expanded ECO, has
become a vehicle for implementing economic cooperation in the context of the Eurasian Land-Bridge.
“Consultations with Turkey,” which are recommended on every other page in the Foreign Affairs articles,
should be understood, as “exerting pressure on NATO partner Turkey” to try to develop a handle on
Iranian policy.

Fuller and Lesser are quite frank in admitting the same. Asserting that Washington has erred in its
hostile posture, they write: “The United States has excluded any option that could involve Iranian strategic
participation, even where it might coincide with American goals: on policy toward Iraq and the weakening
Saddam, and above all on Central Asian, Caspian, and Caucasian pipelines. Flat rejection of pipelines
through Iranian territory—which, for practical reasons, most of the region’s states and many oil companies
would prefer—opens the way to Russian monopoly. New east-west routes for oil, gas, railroads, and
trucking along the old Silk Road are on hold until Iran, with its central position, can be included.” (This
latter statement is false, but the point made is clear.)

INSTITUTIONAL CONTROL

One of the obstacles placed in the way of the CFR’s proposed looting scheme is that, as a part of the
multiple agreements on rail and pipeline infrastructure made by participating nations across Eurasia, new
institutions have come into being as vehicles for coordinating and promoting further such cooperation. The
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CFR boys are understandably upset.

The Study Group paper identifies shifting relationships, as a result of new energy flows: “East Asian
demand for energy will have an increasing impact on the future of the world market. Economic develop-
ment in India and China alone is likely to affect Asian oil demands significantly. Asia’s demand for oil will
dramatically increase. Average annual growth of oil consumption for the Pacific Rim for 1994-2015 is
4.6%... [and] for China ... 2.6%. Today coal is the primary energy provider in East Asia, but dramatic
economic growth, industrialization, investment and environmental concerns will certainly enlarge the de-
mands for energy.” This means greater demand for energy resources from the Persian Gulf and the CAR.

Further on, in its chapter on “International Challenges facing U.S. Policy in the Gulf”, the Study Group
writes: “India, Pakistan, Russia and Central Asian countries are becoming more active in trade and invest-
ment in the Gulf region. This may eventually bring about new regional coalitions. The construction of an
important railway between Iran and Central Asia in 1996 [i.e., the Mashhad-Tajan link] may significantly
increase economic links with Central Asia. The strategy of isolating Iraq and Iran has pushed both states
toward Russia, which seeks repayment on Baghdad’s substantial debt and which, despite U.S. objections,
has moved to conclude financially lucrative nuclear reactor deals with Iran.”

In point of fact, the “‘new regional coalitions’ have been coming into being, in institutional form, over the
past two years. Not only has the Economic Cooperation Organization, originally made of Turkey, Iran,
and Pakistan, expanded to include all CAR, and Afghanistan and Azerbaijan, but a new grouping, the
Developing 8 (D-8), of Muslim countries in Asia, the Gulf, and Africa, was created on Turkish initiative in
1997, also as a means to enhance economic cooperation. In addition, Iran has started to associate with
the subcontinent’s trade and economic cooperation institutions. Iranian Foreign Minister Dr. Ali Akbar
Velayati spelled out in a Crans Montana Forum address in Switzerland in June 1996, that Iran would
aggressively seek greater coordination with regional groupings, such as ECO, the Caspian Sea Coopera-
tion Council, the Association for Regional Cooperation, and others.

Thus, the CFR Study Group’s worry that disagreement among the United States and its allies on Iran
policy, “provides opportunities for others such as China and Russia to expand relations with Iran”, is no
paranoid fantasy. Both countries have finalized important agreements with Iran—and Irag—for energy
development and supply. The CFR authors even moot the possibility of “‘strategic cooperation” between
Iran and Iraq, which might find “common cause” in facing hostility toward them. The same fear is ex-
pressed by Fuller and Lesser, who say continued containment “might even pull off the extraordinary trick
of driving archrivals Iran and Iraq into a tactical alliance.” In the light of recent steps taken by Baghdad and
Teheran over the last 12 months, to relax tensions and lay the groundwork for eventual rapprochement, the
idea of such a tactical alliance is anything but absurd.

The CFR'’s response to the new institutions among regional coalitions is to propose its own
counterinstitutions, as if to say, “‘You want a club? Fine. We’ll start a club, and you can join.” Fuller and
Lesser assert, “Sooner or later, U.S. policy will have to acknowledge that Iran and Iraq are the two
biggest players in regional security issues and take steps to anticipate their eventual integration into a
security architecture.” What the authors lay out, concretely, is a new security institution, through which to
control the area: “The international community, working through the United Nations or by other agreement,
should consider according the region special international status. Violation of the country’s borders,
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unacceptable anywhere, should be viewed as particularly reprehensible here. Such international status
would help deter adventurism by Iraq, Iran, or even Saudi Arabia against their small neighbors.” The
United States, they continue, should consult with its allies, to reach agreement on a “regional security
forum” modelled on the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe. The effect of a coordinated
transatlantic or G-7, approach on the behavior of Iran or Iraq could emerge as soon as the “status of Iran
and Iraq is normalized.”

Further details on how this regional security arrangement should work are not provided. However, the
mere reference to according “special international status” there should raise goose pimples. Itis important
to note that one of the authors, Fuller, travelled to London last year and reportedly met with members of
the British defense establishment, including Defense Minister Malcolm Rifkind. Rifkind took the idea of a
“regional security forum” to the Middle East on his trip there later. This would be a security arrangement
controlled by the British, who have vastly upgraded their military cooperation with the United Arab Emir-
ates and others. Presumably, what Fuller and Lesser are talking about is a British-policed regional order,
in which Iran and Iraq are forced to become complicit partners.

One of the features of the security arrangement would definitely be a control over the members’ access
to nuclear technology. Not out of any military consideration that Iran or Iraq would seek to develop and
use atomic weapons against others in the region, but out of concern that development of nuclear energy for
either, or both, would signify for them crossing the threshold into full industrialization. And that, according
to the parameters laid out in Kissinger’s 1974 NSSM 200 document, is what must be prevented, from
their Malthusian standpoint.

Thus, in all CFR pieces it is highly “recommended” that Iran, and also Iraq, be kept far away from this
technology. The emphasis is less on Iraq because that country’s nuclear research facilities, including its
scientists, have been subjected to consistent harassment and dismantling since Operation Desert Shield.
Iran is a different kettle of fish.

Brzezinski and Scowcroft write: “There seems little justification for the treatment the United States
currently accords Iran because of its nuclear program. Instead of simply punishing the country, the United
States should consider whether a tradeoff might be feasible in return for Iran’s acceptance of restrictions
on its civilian nuclear program or intrusive inspections by the International Atomic Energy Agency of its
nuclear facilities.” The authors offer this extraordinary explanation: “‘Since the rationale for nuclear power
has diminished in recent years, it may be possible to get Iran to limit its civilian nuclear energy program
enough to give outsiders reasonable confidence that further military progress is not being made.” They
add, significantly: “Such an outcome, possibly arranged with Chinese or Russian support, would leave
both the United States and Iran better off and significantly ease tensions in the region.” In other words, this
would kill Iran’s civilian nuclear program and end cooperation on it with Russia and China.

A SANE FOREIGN POLICY APPROACH

The mere fact that the CFR has gone to such great lengths to launch a grand debate within policy-
making circles in the United States demonstrates that the British geopolitical strategists are up a tree. On
the one hand, they acknowledge that their “dual containment” policy based on punitive actions has been
inconsequential, if not outright counterproductive; on the other, they see, with growing alarm, the emer-
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gence of a coalition which threatens to include all those nations and economies which they had targeted for
containment or destruction.

They see, most importantly, a U.S. President who is moving, not to thwart, but rather to encourage
such developments. For example, not only has President Clinton continued to resist the China-bashing
campaign, which aimed at breaking Washington’s dialogue with Beijing, but he has gone forward to pro-
long Most Favored Nation status for China for another year. Not only did Clinton elude the trap laid for
him by British press outlets, which sought to present the Chinese-Russian summit talks as “anti-United
States”, but he wisely endorsed the groundbreaking agreements made by President Jiang Zemin and Presi-
dent Boris Yeltsin in Moscow.

[H: Don’t let it slip by your attention, now, that Yeltsin is now a fully-accepted member of the
Industrial group G-7, which I suppose makes it now a political-8 groupie. This is very important
as you watch players pushing from every direction of the globe and political stance to gain posi-
tion.]

Regarding Iran and Iraq, the President has not yet made any major policy statements in his second
term. Itis, however, widely reported that persons inside the administration have been commissioned to
review policy for the region. The CFR, knowing this, has therefore decided to jump the gun and throw its
policy recommendations onto the floor of the debate.

One very significant intervention has been made by a former member of the Clinton Administration,
urging a serious approach to dialogue with Iran. Former Assistant Secretary of State Robert H. Pelletreau,
Jr., who had lamented in a speech to the CFR in May 1996 that Iran seemed not willing to enter dialogue
with Washington, presented a very bold proposal to encourage progress on this front in a speech to the
International Petroleum Forum, on April 8, 1997.

In it, Pelletreau outlined a “utopian” vision, for the year 2010, in which the Persian Gulf region would
be characterized by stability and peaceful relations, including the full rehabilitation of Iran and Iraq. He
said, “We would like to see a secure and stable Gulf peacefully pumping more oil to meet growing world
energy demand, and we would like to see U.S. companies participating fully in this process with no country
limitations or restrictions” (i.e., no embargoes). He continued: “We would like to see market economies
developing freely in the region and in global trade as members of the World Trade Organization and we
would like to see the central Asian states growing and prospering with multiple export routes available for
their oil and gas resources. We would like to see governments in the region responsive to the aspirations
of their citizens and resolving their differences across the conference table rather than by force of arms.”

Reviewing the effects of containment on Iran, Pelletreau made the following observation: “It has also
had the effect, some would argue, of stifling the central Asian states and hindering their development and,
in terms of long-term global energy security, prevented investments in the Iranian oil and gas sector which
should be being made now to meet the foreseeable increases in demand early in the next century.” He
continued with the rather startling proposal: “The United States has, from time to time, expressed willing-
ness to hold an authorized dialogue with the government of Iran in which the policies about which it
complains could be discussed face to face. This has been put forward in a rather passive and dismissive
way, and it is not surprising that there has been no serious reaction or response from the Iranian side. The
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door should be opened wider. The United States should not shrink from a full agenda dialogue with Iran.
It should welcome it.”

Pelletreau filled out his idea as follows: “The United States should make clear that it recognizes the fact
of the Iranian revolution and is not trying to overthrow the existing Iranian government. It should not
hesitate to deny rumors and unfounded reports to the contrary.” Furthermore, “existing informal or Track
II contacts” should be broadened, to “attract prominent members of both societies to participate in this
dialogue and thicken its agenda,” as similar talks helped improve U.S.-U.S.S.R. relations in the 1980s.
Pelletreau proposes the Iranians do likewise, specifically that “Iranian leaders should make clear repeat-
edly and publicly what individual Iranians have said or hinted from time to time,” renouncing support for
terrorism, nuclear weapons proliferation, and aggression in the region. He added: Iran should recognize
that the “Arabs and the Israelis are the primary parties” to the Middle East peace process, and simply stay
outof it.

Although Pelletreau ended his remarks with a caveat, that the United States should respond otherwise
if Iran were found responsible for terrorist acts, nonetheless, the approach he has outlined is laudable.
Although the audience Pelletreau was addressing, of petroleum executives, has its vested interests in im-
proving relations with oil-producing countries of the region, it does not appear in his remarks that sheer
exploitation of those countries were at the top of his agenda. What is particularly worthy of merit in
Pelletreau’s speech is his offer of an open-ended dialogue, with no stringent preconditions, and his de-
clared respect for the sovereignty of Iran.

The question Pelletreau does not address, is: What would such a full agenda include? In other words,
what should a sane foreign policy approach look like, toward the area of Eurasia, of which Iran has
become such an important economic and political component?

TOO MUCH

We sit to write and the myriad of material on various topics is too much to sort as to importance. We have
lists of subjects demanding comment from me and there is such a diversity of happenings which each own
rights to full papers and not just a few lines in a comment section.

You have the Bilderbergers, Kissinger and Rockefeller demanding that “we” arm Red China. Aren’t the
implications of survival failure of places such as Taiwan already enough to frighten a world? How is it that
we find the same characters inserting themselves into EVERYTHING and everywhere? Well, yes indeed,
there are some people THEY DO NOT CONTROL. Unfortunately, those few wealthy and stronger
people are disallowed the full extent of recognized valid information.

How soon can you expect a meltdown of the international money system? Obviously, soon, but does that
mean YOU have to go withit? I don’t see how you can keep from being affected by such happenings
because in chaos, the world turns but the gears are locked in various important areas disallowing a smooth
turning. But you can tell what is happening if you just watch the tidbits from around the world as they seep
through in media and press.

Do you, for instance, think the only thing taking place in the world is China’s recovery of Hong Kong and
what that might mean in the financial world of outrageous destiny in that great city of material focus? No,
China is EVERYWHERE now and diligently getting aligned with myriads of working ideas and agree-
ments. In May, for instance, China and Iran reached agreements on oil cooperation. Meanwhile Australia
and China become closer working partners, and now the Bilderbergers have made a decision to see to it
that “we” arm the Red Chinese. Come now, the Chinese are arming all sorts of unapproved (by the
Bilderbergers, CFR, and the Arab world) entities.

AND OF COURSE, THE OIL FLOW

Have you noticed that if it isn’t gold as focus, itis 0il? As we write, major things are taking place over oil
flow, pipelines and delivery resources for oil from Alaska to Kazakhstan. And no, I don’t jest. When
supplies are denied some locations, and whole countries are closed out of ability to survive over pipeline
routings, you have serious consequences coming down those pipelines.

In May, in Moscow, members of the Caspian Pipeline Consortium (CPC) finalized financing for a 1,500-
kilometer pipeline to transport oil from the Tengiz field in Kazakhstan,to the Russian Black Sea port of
Novorossiysk. Participants included Russia, Kazakhstan and Oman, plus the international firms party to
the CPC (share ownership breakdown: Russia 24%, Kazakhstan 19%, Oman 7%, Chevron Oil 15%,
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Mobil Oil 7.5%, Oryx 1.75%, the LukARCQO joint venture 12.5%, British Gas and Agip 2% each, and
Kazakhstan Pipeline 1.75%).

According to Kazakhstan President Nursultan Nazarbayeyv the pipeline will carry 65 million tons of oil a
year. Kazakhstan currently produces 25 million tons, and is planning for 100 million tons by the year
2000, 140 million tons by 2005, and 170 million tons by 2012.

Kazakhstan already swaps oil with Iran and ships small quantities through Azerbaijan and Georgia.

Kazakhstan is also working on a project to export oil by rail to northern China and to build a gas pipeline
east to its border with China. Ah, and is that all? No, there is already agreement in place and ready to be
signed as we write, to begin construction of a pipeline on the Caspian Sea bed, to bring Tengiz oil to Baku,
for transshipment through the Transcaucasus pipelines (on one of the much-debated routes, to Russia,
Georgia, or Turkey).

Why is this even important enough to use as paper “filler”? Because what would happen, do you sup-
pose, if oil swamped the world and there was not a soul left to use it—or NO NEED FOR IT? Again, no,
I'donotjest. Suppose some far-sighted (and some short-term lookers) came to realize that the answer to
the oil crunch, and power it brings, is not necessary at all? The biggest one lie and farce in your world
today is the oil lie. You are caused by the power-brokers to focus on the big lie, oil and energy needs of
aworld. BUT THE FACTS ARE, YOU HAVE ALREADY GOT NON-FOSSIL POWER PRODUC-

At the beginning of this year, Craven Crowell, chairman of the Tennessee Valley Authority—the largest
electricity producer in the United States—announced that the TVA would forgo $106 million in annual
appropriations from the Federal budget. According to the June 6 Wall Street Journal, Crowell was
attempting to deflect criticism from privately owned electric utilities, with whom TVA would have to com-
pete under deregulation, that it is government “subsidized”. The funds were for non-power-related
expenditures, such as land management and flood control. [H: Very interesting!]

But, at hearings before the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee’s Subcommittee on
Water Resources on June 5, Crowell was roundly criticized for summarily announcing the TVA would
forgo Federal monies, without even consulting with the TVA Caucus, made up of representatives from the
seven states served by TVA. [H: What do you suppose this measure prevents coming to the light of
public sight?] Worse yet, Crowell’s proposal did not even stipulate who would run the non-power
projects TVA would be dumping. Crowell said he believed the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers could do
so; but committee members pointed out that this would not obviate the need for FEDERAL FUNDS, just
shift them around. [H: This is the old ‘‘shell game” in full flower.]

Rep. Bob Clement (D-Tenn.) a former T'VA board member, in response to Crowell, asked, “Do your
realize the significance of what you did?” According to the Journal Clement explained that Congressional
opponents of the TVA have used Crowell’s proposal, to further their arguments that it should be com-
pletely privatized. In response to the criticism, Crowell said that there would have to be some compromise
on his proposal, but he was not withdrawing it. Crowell has also implemented manpower and other cuts
at the TVA, trying to prove how “efficient” the authority is.

MORE CHAOS

The Swiss
bankers don’t have to accept this guff from anyone—if they would just utilize that which is available for
their use. When D’ Amato and Bronfman can rule the world and turn nothing into billions of $$, you have
problems far bigger than a paragraph of commenting. Are these my favorite subjects? No, butI find they
are most important to you-the-people to stop your misperceptions and foolish actions.

THE TRUMPET TREE

So, what would I rather speak about? Oh, things like decoctions of trumpet tree leaves as an instant
treatment for rheumatism AND ASTHMA. There is gold (literally) in them-thar trees. You can find these
special trees in places like French Guiana where they are called Bois cannon (‘‘cannon wood”). It also
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grows in Jamaica and Martinique.
How interesting that even the U.S. Department of Agriculture in its more hidden library states:

The decoction of trumpet tree leaves is a magnificent anti-rheumatic which always results in a
happy solution of that most difficult disease. A few days of use are ordinarily enough to achieve a
complete cure, almost always free from relapse.

Ah, but what about asthma? Well, people, asthma and rheumatism are far more alike than you might at first
consider. Whatis “rheumatism”? Well, listen to the description of “asthma”: Asthma occurs when linings
of lungs’ bronchial airways become inflamed OR SWOLLEN, usually due to allergies, illness or cold
weather. These airways carry oxygen to the blood. Newer drugs that treat the attacks are designed to
open the airways and exit the body—Ieaving fewer side effects.

Four main ways asthma attacks block airways:
Mucus secretion increase.

Muscles “twitch”.

Blood vessels widen in allergic reactions.
Airways become inflamed.

After an asthma attack it is noted that the party with the asthma will have complaints of stiff necks, sore
neck and shoulder, as well as breathing muscles, aching in the joints and overall lack of oxygen distribution.
There will be muscle cramps, blue fingernails and lips, and coughing spasms as the lungs try to clear
themselves. Itis certainly frightening if nothing else.

What brings on “chronic asthmatic” attacks? Many things, but one is suffering the bite of a very offending
bee or bug. In our own experience, the bites of a couple of Cone-Nosed Beetles reward the victim with
ongoing attacks of allergen surges and this will actually last a lifetime. The interesting thing about these
common bug bites is that some people show no reaction particularly annoying, while others might well die
on the spot. Itis not typical injection of such as bee-sting but is quite different in its makeup and causes a
terrible INSIDE reaction along nerves and can only be countered by immediate antihistamine treatment.

What happens is that, however, as time passes, the lungs are compromised as well as the heart muscle as
the nerves respond to various bits of toxic residuals. Hands and limbs may well “tingle”” annoyingly, and
cough reflexes are constantly irritated. Is this SERIOUS? Yes, extremely serious and lots of people who
have “asthma” as they simply refer to it—are suffering a lot more complicated reactions to other compo-
nentirritants. Disease of microbe cause are then very, very serious for the system is already compromised
and presents a good place for a microbe nursery.

Colloids are your “miracle” substance of choice and I suggest you just keep at the long-and-trying duration
of the symptoms.

You can’t get the drias and drianas
anywhere else, and yet that too is a dwindling use commodity. That is fine because we have never been in
competition, really, with anyone in the incredible and foolish world of the health-care INDUSTRY. Will
we get more involved? Yes, but not until a lot of garbage has been collected from our plates.

Can I get our team to create a decoction of this product? Yes, if you want it, but we are weary of creating
and then only facing the myriads of enemy attacks. Your health, good or bad, is your business and I can
only offer assistance. I find that when speaking of health that even the term is misused. You can have good
health or bad health or anything in between—but to pray for “health” is so non-specific that it is often
recognized that intent within is actually for “poor” health. People emotionally control others and produce
akind of tyranny through their “helplessness” of “poor’”” health. God is certainly not going to spoil your
game of “getcha” by taking away your only tool to attention getting.

The next thing that happens is the never-ending things a surgeon can find to remove from a body, and you
come back afterwards wondering why you can’t get well, or you develop some “other” malady. People:
once, for instance, the kidneys are removed, you don’t have adrenal glands or ability to handle waste and
urea buildup. If GOD PUT IT THERE—it is a necessary part of your body, and without “it” the old
machine is compromised!

But yes, I will ask our research team to get some stuff and conjure a pot of brewed decoction and we have
several parties upon which to test it adequately and perhaps make it available for your use. With bubonic
plague and Hantavirus on the upsurge again this summer, you need something badly and quickly if you are
to ward off the attackers.

I again suggest you get netted covers, especially for babies, and netted patio Sun shelters, and USE
THEM. I even suggest for you more vulnerable people—get “No-see-’em” suits, and when you go out
camping or patio-ing, USE THEM. Mosquitos have capability of carrying almost all known microbes and
cross-infect with every known disease, especially blood diseases. But you feel silly? God forbid you live
and be considered “silly”’. Macho is not the consideration here—stayin’ alive is the focus.

Can we get aresource for the “no-see-’em” suits? Yes, but it would take investigation and you could help
by doing that research and informing our readers of what you find. I fully expect the “no-see-’em” variety
of netting because most net is simply not small enough to keep the real army of insects of near-microbe
size—OUT. Did you ever consider that those “space suits” depicted in olden times might well have been
bug-repellant protection gear? If you can get a swarm of flying blood-suckers infected, you can wipe out
aworld. That “wipe-out” is no longer in foreign jungles—those critters now infest your very back patio
and can come right through most of your screens. Netting, however, is effective in most instances, so
make your canopies netted and not just Sun shades. If you camp or RV travel, get a couple of these
canopies and USE THEM. You need shelter from the Sun AND shelter from the insects. If you lay a floor
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of some kind and berm the sides and entry, you will be ok. T have spoken of this for several years now and
I'note all you who went ape to get screened shelters, covers, and tents have packed them away and just
get more citronella, etc. No-see-’ems carry far more annoyance and trouble than mosquitos and they love
citronella. They are, in fact, in some resistant areas, attracted to citronella.

I’'m sorry, World. Ididn’t produce the dastardly things—YOU DID.

OTHER DEFENSES

When we can fund projects one of the product lines will be to carry these things I recommend at the best
possible cost available—this, from tents with netting, to suits of the proper-sized netting. If you have easily
set-up canopies without need of tent-stakes, it only takes a minute or two to get them up and secure them.
If you are just having lunch, then you don’t need all the extras for it takes a while for the insects to locate
their meal of blood-sucking variety upon which to feast. Butif you are going to be out for much longer than
half an hour, utilize some method of plugging entry ways. Sometimes around the bottom, instead of
berming, just put a layer of netting secured with clothes pins. No big deal, but an ounce of prevention is far,
far wiser these days than all that pound of cure you ask for.

If you are working in the fields, you are going to be annoyed by insects, but they usually are more bother-
some at evening time, etc. However, some net covering for the head and face, especially the moist eyes,
is extremely useful and gives comfort from gnats and other moisture-hunting buggers. This becomes
especially important as the yellow jackets and bees get more and more aggressive.

Can we rid the fields of such bothers? Yes, but it is going to come along with frequency devices which
repel the nasty insects, while allowing the bees to go about their work in happiness. You want HAPPY
bees, my friends, but you are breeding aggressive insects.

This is just too much of a bother? Fine, but you want “bother”? Just get Hantavirus—that usually is a real
bother; but, the time of bother is usually very short—like some 24 hours at worst.

I'note that there are even netting overlays for patio table umbrellas so that, at the least, if you are cooking
out or dining out—you CAN get shelter, even over the cook at the grill. Don’t be foolish and DARE
MOTHER NATURE for it is not too wise most of the time.

If, in addition, you find the suits of which I speak—get them larger than you expect to “fit” for you want the
netting AWAY from the skin or the little nasties will simply put their proboscis right through the netting and
set up the feasting. In addition, shift the netting frequently to disturb any early diners. You might well wish
to spray the netting itself with repellant.

I certainly did not intend to take the time for these somewhat seemingly trivial matters, but if we don’t
attend some of the trivial aspects of living—there won’t be any people left to experience living.

[QUOTING:]
MEFN AND CORPORATE WELFARE

In the debate over renewal of most favored nation (MFN) trading status for Communist China, a
regime that runs over its citizens with tanks and requires mothers to abort their babies [H: Of course, in
the U.S. you don’t have that nasty abortion rule, you just kill the babes openly and the young
mothers help you.], one crucial fact has been ignored altogether; MFN for China is not about “free
trade” between nations, or a policy of “engagement’ that will eventually liberalize the regime’s human rights
policies. Itis the key component of a system of transnational corporate welfare that leeches off the U.S.
taxpayer and enhances the infrastructure and industrial base of a potential adversary.

The term “most favored nation” is somewhat misleading; most nations of the world enjoy MFN status,
which simply means that they qualify for the lowest tariff rate on the products they export to the United
States. However, under the Trade Act of 1974, revocation of MFN status would choke off access to
“programs of credits, credit guarantees, [and] investment guarantees” for “‘nonmarket economy countries”
such as Communist China, and for the U.S.-based transnational corporations seeking to undertake subsi-
dized ventures in such countries. The major artery of such taxpayer subsidies is the Export-Import Bank
(Ex-Im). The list of Ex-Im’s customers for China ventures could serve as a roster of the U.S.-based
transnationals who compose the Red China Lobby.

INTERNATIONAL CORPORATISM

According to an Ex-Im fact sheet, the institution “exists to support U.S. exporters in making sales to
foreign buyers. It does this by filling the gap where private sector export financing is inadequate or unavail-
able.” That is, Ex-Im conscripts the wealth of U.S. taxpayers to underwrite business ventures that private
financial institutions subject to the discipline of the free market simply wouldn’t touch. Congress appropri-
ated $726 million in taxpayer funds for Ex-Im for fiscal 1997, not a penny of which was authorized by the
Constitution. Alarge portion of that money was used to finance corporate deals in China, which Ex-Im
describes as its “largest market in Asia”. From June 1996 to April 1997, Ex-Im provided more than $2
billion in subsidies for corporate ventures in China—subsidies that would not have been possible had
MEN not been renewed last summer.

Among the most lucrative Ex-Im subsidies during that period were “direct loans” of $408.8 million for
New Jersey’s Foster Wheeler Energy Corporation and $383.1 million to underwrite purchases from Over-
seas Bechtel Inc./China Bechtel Inc. Other direct loans included $206.1 million to General Electric, $55.8
million for Siemens Corporation, and $36.3 million to Westinghouse. Those loans were sent to state-run
Chinese banks to purchase goods and services from the American transnationals.

Ex-Im also provided loan guarantees of $100 million and $332.7 million to McDonnell-Douglas and
Boeing, respectively, for the sale of aircraft. By extending those guarantees Ex-Im assumes “all of the
political and commercial risks of non-payment”—by extorting the necessary funds from the U.S. taxpayer
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should the loans go bad. In such arrangements, the profits are private, the investments are subsidized, and
the losses are socialized; it is international corporatism, not free trade.

Several of the largest beneficiaries of Ex-Im subsidies are identifiable members of the Red China
Lobby. Foster Wheeler Energy Corporation is a member of the U.S.-China Business Council, as are
McDonnell-Douglas, General Electric, Texaco ($20 million in Ex-Im subsidies), and Westinghouse ($36.3
million). General Electric also belongs to the U.S-China Educational Foundation, and Westinghouse par-
ticipates in the Business Coalition for U.S.-China Trade. Bechtel is a member of USA-ENGAGE, which
describes MFN renewal for China as “a means of encouraging positive change in China and ensuring
freedom for Hong Kong”. Boeing is arguably the corporate “Friend of China” nonpareil. The Seattle-
based aerospace firm is the leader of the Business Coalition for U.S.-China trade, and a member of the
U.S-China Educational Foundation, the Business Coalition for U.S.-China Trade, and the U.S.-China
Business Council.

SELECTIVE CONDEMNATION

There is certainly nothing novel about taxpayer-subsidized sales of technology to communist powers.
Indeed, today’s contemporary Red China Lobby in many ways is an institutional continuation of yesterday’s
Sovietlobby. For example, Donald Staheli, outgoing chairman of the U.S.-China Business Council (which
represents over 300 firms) and a former director of both the National Committee on United States-China
Relations and the America-China Society, is also a former director of the U.S.-Russian Trade Council.
Staheli was also CEO of the New York City-based Continental Grain Company, which for decades was
aleader in subsidized grain sales to the Soviet Union.

Curiously, this continuity is lost on some conservative congressmen who had been outspoken oppo-
nents of subsidized trade with the Soviet bloc. In an April 12, 1984 letter, one such congressman wrote
that “we can no longer finance the inhuman and reprehensible activities of ... communist countries with aid
and loans from our lending institutions and governmental agencies.” “Itis my belief that our government
must not permit trade with a regime actively participating in the genocide of its own people,” he stated in a
February 11, 1988 letter. On December 7, 1988, he informed yet another correspondent that “I have
introduced legislation which would prohibit all extensions of credit, credit guarantees, investment guaran-
tees, or grants by any agency of the U.S. government to any communist country.”

The author of that sound and commendable legislation was Illinois Republican Phil Crane—who has
supported China’s MFN status in every vote since 1990. As it happens, Motorola, the transnational
which is the largest employer in Crane’s district, has $1.2 BILLION invested in China. Motorola, pre-
dictably, belongs to several Red China Lobby groups, and Garth Milne, Motorola’s senior vice president
and treasurer, sits on the Ex-Im Bank’s Advisory Committee.

The United States sank deeper as the world’s biggest debtor last year as foreign investors gobbled
up record amounts of Treasury securities and corporate bonds. In its annual look at America’s interna-
tional balance sheet, the Commerce Department said Monday that the United States’ net debtor position
rose 27 percent to $871 billion. The net debtor position is the shortfall between the $4.59 trillion foreign-
ers owned at the end of 1996 in U.S. assets and the $3.72 trillion Americans owned in overseas assets.
About an eighth of the increase can be attributed to adjustments in currency values.

Let me example further as to just how these debts and things happen, which is such a marvelous shell game
as to make the magicians squirm.

TURKISH BID OPEN TO U.S. COMPANIES

[H: By the way, before we even write on this topic, how many of you even remembered that there
are, or were, restrictions in the first place?]

Ankara: Turkey has solicited bids for a multibillion dollar attack helicopter project from a group of
seven manufacturers, including three U.S. companies, despite a prior Washington freeze on arms
transfers to Ankara.

Bids are due Oct. 29 for 50 attack helicopters that would be part of a planned total of 145, valued at
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$3.5 billion. Over the long term, Turkey hopes to garner a fleet of 750 assault and general purpose
helicopters, with as many as possible produced in its own facilities with maximum domestic content.

Urging candidate companies to provide full technology transfer, source codes and export licenses,
Turkey has requested proposals for:

*The A-129 Mangusta, built by Italy’s Agusta.
* The French-German Eurocopter Tiger.
* Russia’s Mil Mi-28 A and Mi-24, and Kamov Ka-50 and Ka-52.

*Three U.S. makes—a Bell Helicopter Textron DERIVATIVE of the AH-1W, called the King Co-
bra; the McDonnell Douglas AH-64D Longbow Apache , and the Boeing/Sikorsky RAH-55 Comanche.
[H: Remember that for a while Boeing actually got no contracts issued, and all but SHUT DOWN
in the U.S. to move its operations to where? Ah, indeed, CHINA.]

Turkey plans to whittle the contestants down to four by the end of the year, and name the winner at an
unspecified time in 1998. [H: How very convenient for the insider players.] The helicopters would
be built at the facilities of Turkish A erospace Industries (TAI), which also produces Turkey’s Lockheed
Martin F-16 fighter aircraft at Lockheed’s plant near Ankara. Turkish firms, such as the Aselsan
military electronics company, would be considered for participation in the project.

The three U.S. companies invited to bid are subject to the same technology transfer, source code and
export license requirements as the others. Turkey wants to avoid further conflict with Washingtonifa U.S.
company wins the contract.

The U.S. and Turkey have been at odds for more than a year over the former’s decision to freeze the
shipment of Super Cobra and Sea Hawk helicopters and three frigates to its fellow NATO ally. The U.S.
cited Turkish human rights violations. Turkey ordered 10 Super Cobras in mid-1995. Angry at Washington’s
delays, Ankara canceled the order last December.

Turkey is considering alternative approaches to its long-range plan for raising a 750-helicopter fleet,
which is slated for deployment in the early 2000s. One option is to utilize an overseas manufacturer, with
as much Turkish content as possible. Or Turkey might arrange for joint production of a new “third-
generation” helicopter with the selected company. In the meantime, Ankara intends to meet its attack
helicopter needs by buying aircraft from the company that wins the bid.

The Turkish armed forces are projected to need $150 billion in the next 25 years for arms and opera-
tions. Of that total, the air force has a $65-billion requirement for arms and equipment.

Far fetched, this above information? No, in fact it is only the very tip of a very, very DEEP iceberg and you
may as well face it now and act accordingly.

By December 1941, British forces were spread thin, fighting in the Atlantic, Mediterranean, North
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Africa, Iran and elsewhere. They could spare only two large warships for the Orient, the battleship Prince
of Wales and cruiser Repulse. These ships arrived in Singapore on December 2. Eight days later both
were on the bottom of the South China Sea. Britain’s eastern bases were overrun.

The US Army’s web site boasts that the USG now has troops in 100 countries.

The USG also has more than two enemies. In the 5/96 EWR I told you of my suspicion that nine of
these enemies have secretly formed what I call the New Axis, and they plan to start wars in more than two
places. These nine are Iran, Iraq, Syria, Serbia, Libya, Chechnya, China, North Korea and Sudan.

Evidence of the New Axis is piling up. Syria has, for the first time in 15 years, opened its borders with
traditional foe Iraq. Defense News reports that Iraq’s official newspaper, BABEL, has called for normal-
ization of relations among old enemies Iran, Iraq and Syria.

Worse, the Taliban in Afghanistan is clearly anti-West, and probably a candidate for membership in the
New Axis.

Also, in 1990 the Pakistani regime paid $658 million for 28 F-16 jet fighters. Clinton refuses to deliver
the planes or refund the money, because Pakistan is Moslem and has become nuclear capable. Pakistanis
are enraged. On May 20, an official at Pakistan’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs made the shocking revelation
that China is now “akey ally” of Pakistan.

Pakistan is an ally of the Taliban, too.

So, the New Axis may have 11 members, six of which stretch in an unbroken line from the
Mediterranean to the Pacific. Two are nuclear capable (China and Pakistan) and 5 are probably
working on it or have bought nukes on the black market (Iran, Iraqg, Libya, Syria, North Korea).

If they make the moves I suggested in the 5/97 EWR, they will scatter US forces the way the old Axis
scattered the British in 1941, and this will give them the oil-rich Persian Gulf. Stay tuned. — Richard
Maybury

IRRADIATION-RADIATION

Having a rather urgent request for input about radiation poisoning, I think it best I take up that topic early
this morning. The request for response came by FAX and reads (in part):

“I’m a subscriber—we have not spoken in years....

“We have a colleague with serious radiation poisoning. Which Gaia products are the most powerful for
this? We have Lugol’s solution and Thyroblock but these are too mild, therefore ineffective, as we’re
talking about someone’s entire blood system which has been contaminated and we need to act fast...”.

First of all, we don’t consider “powerful” vs. “mild” and if you are searching for a specific item, there aren’t
any. Further, I don’t know how you have come to decide that the thyroid protectors you are using are “too
mild”. As with any poison or burn circumstance, you rarely get INSTANT anything. Also, nobody has
given any details whatsoever, which is totally out of the question for follow-up possibility of responding
intelligently. Moreover, HOW DO YOU CONCLUDE THAT THE ENTIRE BLOOD SYSTEM IS
CONTAMINATED?

I can address the generalized circumstance from severe to light exposure but I don’t feel it appropriate to
in any way be specific, and since the letter is addressed to Rick, I don’t wish to overstep my own bound-
aries, but neither would I expect Rick to recommend anything of a medical nature.

The contacting party is in Canada and thereby doubles all problems of even generally discussing this topic
when relative to a party undergoing the discomfort. I will generalize but only Medical Doctors are allowed
the privilege of medical treatment programs. So, with that in mind, I would comment on what has been
utilized generally but has not been published or medically proven.

In this instance there is said to be full blood-system contamination and therefore it is very difficult to
speculate about potentially effective treatments for you have two very large problems. If you are unable to
use treatment modalities freely and there is no way to get substance directly to the blood itself, we have
greater problems for IV injection is out of the question.

There is actually no “treatment” beyond the Lugol’s solution and what is already being done. However,

there is much you can do to enhance recovery. Whether or not you will be allowed to use the solutions I
suggest, is quite another circumstance.
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If we had free-use of products I would suggest transfusing the person with a slow drip of NON-DI-
LUTED GAIANDRIANA OF AT LEAST ALITER VOLUME, OVER THE PERIOD OF ADAY. TO
THE IV DRIP WOULD BE ADDED AN OUNCE OF GOLD COLLOID AND AN OUNCE OF
SILVER COLLOID ALONG WITH 1/2 OUNCE OF THE TITANIUM COLLOID. You must have
replacement cells for the restructuring and reformation of whole cells, especially bone marrow blood cell
production systems AND, to insure no contamination of the solution (which will not be packaged for IV
use), add 20 drops of OXYSOL. This adds ability to program DNA cells as well as offering full treat-
ment-purification of the solution of unwanted microbes.

The next problem is the wipeout of the immune system from the radiation which produces a “leukemia” and
the person is totally open for overwhelming infection. The colloids would prevent the infections and much
of the toxic reaction to the “cellular die-oft™.

Most urgent and possibly the most important in the event the above is out of the question, and this will
probably be the case, I would suggest injections of 2 cc Gaiandriana, 2 cc Silver colloid, 2 cc Gold Colloid
and 1 cc Titanium colloid—three times a day. If this can be given through slow IV injection, great; if not,
I'suggest the same amounts, given in appropriate-sized doses, inter-muscular. This, of course, is suggested
only where injections are permitted. The displacement of tissue by the fluid is painful so you might well
wish to divide the amount of injection into at least two separate ‘““shots” but given at the same time.

I'am not practicing medicine, however, so please realize that this is a typical treatment modality, and for
non-medical personnel this is only a general suggestion. And, since no physicians of the M.D. variety have
asked input, this is only for discussion purposes. If you have no ability to utilize these treatments, then
double the amounts and take orally in one-to-two ounce amounts per intake (whatever the body will
accept) orally. This is as often as the body will accept the intake. If and when visible lesions appear—treat
liberally with silver colloid, topically, in addition to the oral intake.

MOST IMPORTANT OF ALL, IMMEDIATELY: Get Gaialyte AND some additional electrolyte solu-
tion and TAKE AS LIBERALLY AS THE PATIENT CAN ACCEPT THE LIQUID INTAKE. Thisis
very, very important, and in some instances will be enough to allow the body to heal completely. As with
any poison or burn, there is total lack of electrolyte balance in the compromised body.

Keeping fluid-electrolyte balance and prevention of infection are the two most important things to accom-
plish until the body can respond on its own capabilities. This means that you will also have to keep up the
mineral-vitamin supplements as well with a heavy leaning toward the antioxidants.

If you have no other method of getting dispersed intake of these vitamins and minerals as supplements—
take supplement tablets and crush them, then take a vortex-apparatus (and here Gaiandriana can be used
as the liquid diluted with electrolyte solution) (Pedialyte is fine) and saturate the solution by vortexing the
recipe some 10-to-12 times. Then, again, you can add this to the other solutions for intake or separately
in amounts the body will tolerate. Or, get full-spectrum liquid vitamin-mineral supplements and vortex as
above-described, only by adding the liquid rather than the crushed tablets.

The vortexing presents you with ahomogenizing or colloidalizing effect so that overdosage is not possible.
The body will utilize what it needs and excrete the rest. I am not a medical doctor and can only suggest that
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which is used by non-medical parties as a possible enhancement to a given dis-ease or body insult. For
one thing, I have no input as to what offered the radiation or how severe is the extent of radiation. Certainly
I'make NO CLAIMS to medical treatment of any kind and these ideas might well be totally ineffective at
worst, but offer some modicum of disease resistance at best.

I'do not, nor do any people here, practice medicine in any way, shape, or manner, so I can only respond
to the direct questions asked of us. I understand, however, that Gaiandriana has been used and found to
prevent the full shutdown of the bone-marrow system in radiation accidents. It has also been found to help
maintain a better feeling of well-being in heavy radiology therapy and chemotherapy treatments of cancers.
This modality has been tested with “Chondriana” only, to my knowledge. Orally taken is effective but
requires far higher amounts of intake. None of the suggested items are in any way harmful or damaging to
the body, healthy or compromised.

I’m sorry we cannot be direct or specific but we are constantly under attack from those who claim we
practice medicine or offer inferior products. Our most deliberate problems have been our connections
with Canada. With this in mind, please accept our apologies and perhaps it is time to get your laws
changed lest you all be gone before you are allowed to attend yourselves. We have no way whatsoever of
knowing whether or not this is a valid request or a TRAP of some kind. Well, we assume the latter, with no
further information offered on the specific party described, but that assumption is quite ungenerous. You
have come a long way into decay when every question, every action, and every person is suspect in every
instance.

There are several things WRONG with this inquiry, not the least being only a first name of the contact.
Then there is the use of “we” as in “We have a colleague...” We know not who is “we’” nor whether the
“colleague” has requested anything at all from us. There are so many ASSUMPTIONS from non-know-
ing parties represented here that there is no way at all to adequately answer the inquiry.

We are requested to leave a “detailed” response to something that cannot be detailed in any way, shape or
form. It would be ludicrous to offer anything more than to keep the person hydrated and as comfortable
as possible.

Radiation is something that is so “hot” as a topic that we would, further, be totally remiss in any type of
“treatment” of such assumed exposure.

I'sense that both the contacting party as well as the “colleague’ and the “we” are totally absent knowledge
of medical care. This is very dangerous for the parties making this request and more dangerous to anyone
responding. We are not in the practice of medicine or anything even remotely related to same.

This response is not to be offensive but rather to remind all of you that we do not knowingly move outside
the guidelines or laws of any place, state or profession.

I'do suggest you carefully consider the reasons for radiation poisoning to determine if this is medical
malpractice or accidental exposure. AND, how do you KNOW? This becomes a legal point of focus and
neither are we lawyers in any way, shape or form. Radiation poisoning is not something that “just happens™
while skipping through the park one day!
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I can only ask that you not request such information or regimens for you jeopardize both self and others.
By the way, products useful in this problem are available anywhere and not just from this location.

We must all, each, consider very carefully our requests and our actions that we might always realize
security and safety for even the unwitting.

There aren’t any more possibilities of taunting and lying and cheating and accusing us of invisible E.T.s who
hype commercial ventures or to get distracted off onto as a sideshow. There aren’t any silly games to be
played—they blew their wad with EXTRA and TV programming.

We have a clean bill of health while “they” are still up for prosecution by such as Extra if people here
choose to legally investigate the culprits who lied to the crews. The crew told the world exactly WHO was
behind their unfortunate programming.

And who gains from all this hype and lies? The attorneys and no other.
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I'would like to share an article sent to us by a dear and long-term reader, PC. Itis taken from AntiShyster
Volume 1, No. 1:

does five times more harm to this nation than the average drug addict. How’s that for personal
relevance?

Many of us realize intuitively that “the best legal system in the world” is wreaking incredible damage on
individual lives. Butuntil now there’s been little authoritative information measuring the aggregate costs of
our legal system to the nation as a whole. Authors Magee, Brock, and Young should be applauded. Black
Hole Tariffs and Endogenous Policy Theory provides the beginning of that information.

The problem is that much of the book is almost unreadable for the average person. The back cover
claims “the text is nontechnical and accessible to undergraduate students in the social sciences.” Uh-huh.

Since [ haven’t been an undergrad for nearly twenty-five years, it’s hard for me to judge. Still, I’'d
guesstimate that 20% of the book is calculus and differential equations and that much of the text is almost
as desiccated as the title. Perhaps easy reading is necessarily difficult for a book with so much original
thought, insight, and new information.

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However, according to the index and table of contents, only about 20 pages of the entire work relates
directly to attorneys. And those twenty pages are not buried in differential equations; they are “acces-
sible”, even to laymen like myself. They are powerful and important. The text and graphs provide the first
concrete estimates I’ ve seen of the real economic consequences of our legal system.

More importantly, this is not the work of another individual or group on the “lunatic fringe” of legal
reform. Black Hole Tariffs and Endogenous Policy Theory is the work of three competent, respected
economics professors described as “pioneers of modern political economy”. They each hold positions of
respect in their universities. The text is based on nearly two decades of research.

The work’s credibility is important. Why? Because this book cannot be dismissed by attorneys as
mere lawyer-bashing.

If Black Hole Tariffs and Endogenous Policy Theory receives enough attention, it may force the
various Bar associations to offer counter-arguments defending themselves and their profession as being

It’s a plowshare waiting to be beaten into swords
for assaulting the legal system. So get a copy, fight your way through it, and start hammering on the forge
of your typewriter.

Black Hole Tariffs and Endogenous Policy Theory may not receive the public recognition it de-
serves, but this book will play an important role in wrestling control of our government from attorneys and
restoring that control to the people. It might not be great literature, but it’s great politics. Buy it.

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motivation had nothing to do with economics or finance. The Queen stated that she was knighting the
incoming World Bank president for his “contribution to the arts in general and, in particular, to artistic
exchange between the United States and Great Britain”—i.e., for strengthening Britain’s cultural control
over its former colony.

Watch out, America! Wolfensohn’s imperial mission is not just to get Third World colonies
back into the empire—or better, under the private property control of the British Crown; the aim
is also to recolonize the first colony that fought and won its independence from London: the
United States.

In his speech at the founding conference for “Transparency International Italy”, on Jan. 20, 1997 in
Milan, Peter Eigen, the chairman of the board of Transparency International (TT), stated: “Lately we have
seen a growing involvement on the side of international institutions and governmental organizations in the
crusade against corruption. TIis in contact with many of them and supports their initiatives. For example,
James Wolfensohn, president of the World Bank, publicly committed this institution to make of the fight
against corruption a central point in the coming years.”

Eigen knows the World Bank very well, having worked there for a large part of his life before being
deployed to the Transparency project. When Eigen says “lately”, he means since June 1, 1995, when
Wolfensohn was nominated president of the bank.

At the same meeting, Giuseppe Zampaglione, the director of the World Bank for Southern Europe and
amember of Transparency International, pointed out that “the attitude of the bank has changed substan-
tially in recent times, with the recognition of the fight against corruption as one of the priority areas on which
to concentrate its action.”

A WORLD BANK HIT SQUAD

The World Bank leadership is now trying to demonstrate that the appalling mess they have created in
countries they were ostensibly supposed to be helping—the genocide through financial means they have
caused in Africa and Ibero-America—is not the result of the usurious mechanisms and austerity condition-
alities they have applied. No! They are the result of the “rampant corruption” in those countries! Thus,
after having slaughtered the economies of those countries, now it’s time for the final assault, destroying
whatever remains of national governmental institutions, and political and industrial leadership. This will not
be accomplished simply through classical coups d’etat or physical elimination, but rather through “anti-
corruption” campaigns.

Suddenly the World Bank discovers corruption. Not the lack of investments, not the monstrous
games in the stock market, not the usurious corruption of the British elite, is the problem. The enemy image
has to be those leaders who could represent the last defense against the destabilization of their countries
and the last obstacle to recolonization.

“In spite of the tens of billions of dollars and decades worth of aid, World Bank officials admit, corrup-
tion has been rampant in Africa at the same time as many of these countries’ economies have virtually
collapsed,” wrote Euromoney magazine, in an article praising the World Bank (Michelle Celalier, “Cor-
ruption, the Search for the Smoking Gun”, Euromoney, Sept. 1996). The analysis comes from Frank
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Vogl, “a former World Bank executive who is now vice-chairman of Transparency International”. He is
quoted saying: “There is nothing to show for that aid at all. It was used as part of the Cold War games of
winning friends.”

The kicker of that article is a sort of manifesto for the new Chairman Mao’s Red Book-style of the
World Bank: “Watch out! A hit squad of World Bank auditors could be making a surprise visit to a project
near you. This is the Bank’s first serious attempt, led by president James Wolfensohn, to address cor-
ruption head on. But nailing the culprits—some of them dictators and governments—is not easy.”

“If we find official corruption in projects in which we are involved, we will cancel the project,” stated
Wolfensohn, inaugurating a practice of “‘spot audits” and cancellation of loans according to the unappeal-
able sentence of the World Bank corruption hunters. Of course, the head of the International Monetary
Fund, Michel Camdessus, immediately followed suit, stating that the IMF would regard it from now on as
its “duty” to press for anti-corruption reforms in countries seeking to borrow. Camdessus had the 181
IMF member countries endorse a statement ““against corruption”. Any control of sovereign governments
over this supranational institution was further undermined. Camdessus boasted: “Now a Ministry of Fi-
nance will no longer be able to tell the IMF staff, “This is none of your business,’”” and from now on the
IMF bureaucracy will act only “by persuasion”.

HITCHHIKING TO HARVARD

But who is James D. Wolfensohn and why did London choose him? Wolfensohn was born in Australia
in December 1933, a British Commonwealth subject. He swore allegiance to the British monarchy on
many occasions. He served as a Royal Australian Air Force Flying Officer, and then served in the reserve.
It is not known whether he has any relation to the Special Air Services (SAS), the British special forces.
What is known is that Wolfensohn remained in the Royal Australian Air Force. After graduating from the
University of Sydney and working for the law firm of Allen, Allen & Hemsley, he was deployed to the
United States. The circumstances are not clear.

This is how Wolfensohn himself, with would-be-oligarchical disregard for both reality and the intelli-
gence of his readers, describes the matter in a recently published book, Singular Voices: “It became clear
that I couldn’t read a balance sheet... I was so embarrassed that I decided to apply immediately [to
Harvard Business School]... I started a little company called Catena Investments, which was composed
entirely of guys I had met at Harvard. Caftena means ‘link’ in Greek. The idea was to have a chain of
people around the world who could give information and advice on international business. ... It was
composed of two Englishmen, a Swiss, a Hong Kong Chinese, an American.”

MAURICE STRONG AND THE WORLD BANK

What Wolfensohn apparently forgot was his encounter with the guru of ecologism, the Canadian
Maurice Strong, the general secretary of Earth Summit, who sits today next to Wolfensohn, as senior
adviser to the World Bank president. Strong is, without doubt, the key operative in the plans of the
“invisible” British Empire to force through a change of paradigm, from the idea of industrial development,
the nation-state, the dignity of the individual, into the hell of pantheism and hatred for the creative faculties
of man.
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The meeting between the young Harvard graduate Wolfensohn and Maurice Strong took
place in the early 1960s. Strong was, at that time, the executive vice-president of Power Corporation,
the gigantic Canadian conglomerate that owned power generation facilities and oil and gas compa-
nies. Strong was selecting, at that time, his own “kindergarten”. According to Elaine Dewer’s Cloak of
Green (Toronto, 1995), “Strong recruited to Power more young men interested in business and politics,
many of whom had attended Harvard, the intellectual community he had ties to. He hired James D.
Wolfensohn to run the new Australian-based subsidiary called SuperPower International. Wolfensohn
went on to a brilliant career on Wall Street, and then created his own firm, James D. Wolfensohn Co.,
presided over by PAUL VOLCKER, who would, in 1979, be named Federal Reserve Chairman.
[H: Everybody still with us so far—?]

The influence of Maurice Strong on Wolfensohn’s World Bank is pervasive. Not only, as we noted
above, is Strong now senior adviser to the World Bank president, but he is also special adviser to the UN
secretary general; Wolfensohn himself is member emeritus of the Board of Trustees of the Population
Council and has been director of the Business Council for Sustainable Development, an operation sup-
ported by Strong. [H: Anyone want to speculate on the incorporation status of these “above the
law” corporations?]

All this is what the Queen was thinking about when she knighted Wolfensohn for his cultural merits and
especially for working at linking the United States to Britain through “the arts”.

In 1996, Strong made public that, with his protégé in charge, the World Bank had become the perfect
instrument to push his agenda. “For me, the most important and encouraging development since the
[1992] Rio Earth Summit has been the emergence of the World Bank under President Jim Wolfensohn as
aleading champion for sustainable development. Not only has the Bank become the single largest source
of funding for environmental programs and projects, it is integrating environmental programs and projects
and social dimensions into all of the operations. The World Bank is playing a key role in tackling global
issues like climate change...and is mounting an initiative to establish sustainable development guidelines for
private investment.

“The World Bank [is] at the center of the movement toward a more sustainable way of life... No
organization will be more essential to the process than the World Bank. And none is doing more to
prepare itself for the new dimension... required as we move into the 21st century.”

Jim Wolfensohn did not disappoint his mentor. Speaking on June 27, 1997 at the UN’s Earth Summit
I1, he delivered a ferocious blast against the institution of sovereign governments, on behalf of environmen-
talism. Wolfensohn presented himself, disgustingly, as the defender of the “poor”. “We at the Bank are
more aware than ever of the continuing line between the degrading environment and the poverty still
afflicting so many countries.” Thus the “international community”” must replenish at least $2 billion of the
$500 billion in arrears: pledged and never paid—for the coffin of the Global Environment Facility (GEF).

The GEF was set up to finance the genocidal program that emerged from the 1992 Earth Summit in

Rio de Janeiro. The key, Strong said, is private enterprise; but the governments are, in general, on the
other side. “There is a growing awareness in the private sector that environment... is good business.”
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The message of the “new paradigm” was also emphasized in the World Bank report issued two days
before, on June 25, “the State in a Changing World”.

FOUNDING FATHER OF
THE EURODOLLAR MARKET

Skipping over his initial contact with Strong, Wolfensohn likes to boast that he created his own invest-
ment bank. Darling and Co., which was then swallowed up by Schroeder’s of London. Schroeder’s
nominated Wolfensohn as director and called him to London. The chairman of the bank, Lord Gordon
Richardson, later became governor of the Bank of England. Wolfensohn admits that this was the group
that “invented” the Eurodollar market.

“That was the beginning of the Eurodollar market, when Sigmund Warburg was dominating the inter-
national banking scene. Sigmund was a patron and a friend and an enormous influence on my life. ... Ina
sense I was one of the founding fathers of the Eurodollar market and international markets. I can say that
now, because we are older and there are only a few of us left. At the time it was a small group of twenty
or thirty people...like Jacob Rothschild, Stanislas Yassaukovich, Minos Zombaznakis. We were all invent-
ing as we went along because there were no precedents for Eurobonds. There were none of those
international instruments, all of which we helped create and develop.”

WOLFENSOHN BECOMES
AN AMERICAN CITIZEN

[H: Hummnnn, and this is how you do it most efficiently!]

Later, in 1980, Wolfensohn “ended up” at one of the biggest Wall Street firms, Salomon Brothers, as
head of Salomon International. [H: May it here be noted that when the Ekker property case
unfolded to the investing BIG entities, Salomon Brothers was the head honcho firm involved in
stealing the property by No SALE as arranged and having holdings in the property itself. Small
world? Well, I guess so. Now you people who have inquiring minds and still wonder where that
newly-into-your-life, Robert McNamara fits, pay attention!] At this time, Robert McNamara was
finishing his term as WORLD BANK PRESIDENT. The first ideologue of an “‘ecological” shift of the
Bank and the theorist of the present World Bank’s “anti-corruption” restructuring had a very precise idea
about who should be his successor in 1981. Says Wolfensohn: “I became an American citizen because in
1980 Bob McNamara asked me if I would consider becoming president of the World Bank if he nomi-
nated me.” And that post traditionally went to an American?”” he was asked. “Yes,” Wolfensohn replied.

But despite the big push, Wolfensohn did not make it at that time. Instead, he created James D.
Wolfensohn, Inc., which operated in New York City, Moscow, Tokyo, and London (in a joint venture with
Lord Rothschild). Finally, in 1995, Wolfensohn conquered the presidency of the World Bank. According
to the British media, it was U.S. Vice President Al Gore who pushed for the nomination, but among the
most enthusiastic advocates were Henry Kissinger, Paul Volcker, and, of course, Maurice Strong.
The acts of “ecological’” heroism on the part of the new bank president were quoted with stirring rhetoric,
from his role in the 1972 UN conference on Environment and Economy in Stockholm, to his role as
adviser to Strong at the Rio Earth Summit.
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BILDERBERGERS AND ROCKEFELLERS

Wolfensohn and Volcker (famous for his advocacy of the “controlled disintegration” of the economy)
seem to have many common interests outside the public eye. For example, Wolfensohn is a member of the
Steering Commiittee of the Bilderberg Group (the conservatorial oligarchical club created by Prince Bernhard
of the Netherlands), and Volcker participated in the secret gatherings. Wolfensohn, Inc. is active in North
and South America, Europe, and Asia. It provides “financial advice for 30 major U.S. and international
corporations”, his official biography states.

Wolfensohn was chairman and member of the Finance Committee of the Rockefeller Foundation. He
is amember of the Council on Foreign Relations, the New York City affiliate of the Royal Institute for
International Affairs. He worked as head of investments for Salomon Brothers of New York, and handled
the “restructuring” of Chrysler Corp. He worked directly in the City of London as a top official of Schroeder
Ltd. He has been Managing Director of Darling & Co. of Australia. He is Chairman of the Finance
Committee of the Howard Hughes Medical Institute.

PRINCE PHILIP DEPLOYS
‘ANTI-CORRUPTION” WEAPON

[H: I will give you more reference material regarding this author as we move along into better
security for same. Suffice it to say he has access to his information and is willing to share it so
please let us not push his safety defenses.]

It has been five years now, since the Jacobean assault was launched against the Italian state. By
throwing to millions of citizens terrorized by the economic depression, the bone of an “anti-corruption”
crusade, the magistrates of the so-called “Clean Hands” team succeeded in politically decapitating the
country. [H: Continue to watch for sequels at your local ‘“anywhere” country theater.] A large part
of the political and industrial elite still linked, to some extent, to the idea of economic development and
national sovereignty, has been swept away by well-targeted scandals.

Suddenly, almost the entire Italian media became fanatic groupies of the “Clean Hands” Grand Inquisi-
tors, such as Saverio Borreli, Piercamillo Davigo, Gherardo Colombo, and international superstar Antonio
Di Pietro. Di Pietro, who left the magistracy following accusations of corruption, has profiled himself as the
“New Duce” who will root out corruption forever.

The victims of this vicious system are innumerable. Often the victim is selected as a warning to some-
one else, or to force him to submit to some political demands. No matter whether the accusations are true
or false, the accused is immediately lynched by the media, which receive all the details of an investigation
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which is legally supposed to be secret; the victim’s career is over, and sometimes he pays with his life. The
most recent case of “murder by indictment” was that of Alessandro Sodano, brother of the Vatican secre-
tary of state, who became seriously ill after having been arrested in February 1994, in Asti, and accused of
corruption, together with several city officials. At the trial, everybody was acquitted, but Sodano died at
the beginning of July 1997. [H: Hummnnn!]

Now, a defenseless Italy is ready for the butcher, in the form of a final assault against its industrial
patrimony, the living standards of its citizens, it republican institutions, and national integrity. Buthow could
such a coup d’etat come about? What forces could mastermind it?

The answer appeared in one of the main Italian dailies., /I Giornale, on April 18, in a front-page article
by Gianluigi Nuzzi. Nuzzi placed Operation Clean Hands in the broader international context. He de-
scribed the modus operandi of the gigantic organization called TRANSPARENCY INTERNATIONAL
(TT), dedicated to “fighting corruption nationally and internationally”. [H: Keep paying close attention,
readers.] He described how Transparency had opened an Italian branch on Jan. 20, its connections with
the “Clean Hands” magistrates, and its symbiotic relation with the World Bank. Finally, he dug into
Transparency’s “theological foundations™ and found the man hiding behind the murky transparency; he

published the forbidden name: Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh!

A TRANSPARENT FRAUD:
PRINCE PHILIP’S ETHICS

Transparency International was launched in May 1993, following a meeting at the Villa Borsig in
Berlin. Among the participants was the late former president of the World Bank, and a top population
controller, ROBERT McNAMARA, who had been fully converted to the idea of eradicating “corrup-
tion” from the world.

But behind the rhetoric, as Nuzzi pointed out, “close to Transparency, we find some very prominent
characters of the British world. The moral-theological foundations of the organization received precious
contributions from a series of meetings promoted, starting in 1984, by Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh
and husband of Queen Elizabeth of England.” Nuzzi was quoting directly from TI’s own documents, in
particular from its Source Book, a sort of guide on how to fight corruption, published in many languages
and distributed all over the world with generous support from the World Bank [H: Sounds identical to
World’s War on Drugs to me. In other words: “how to never end corruption”.] and the Ford
Foundation. The book features “An Interfaith Declaration: A Code of Ethics on International Business for
Christians, Muslims and Jews, 1993.” It describes the meetings started by Prince Philip, under the aus-
pices of the St. George House, Windsor. Sir Evelyn Rothschild became a “patron of this endeavour”,
apparently purporting to represent Judaism.

“A group of distinguished members of the three religions convened periodically... Theologians, aca-
demics, and prominent figures active in business and government were all involved,” stressed this docu-
ment, carefully avoiding mentioning any names. As to the “Origin and Purpose of the Declaration”, the
document explains that “the globalisation of business is well under way and growing... the volume of world
trade is accelerating again... Cross border investment is expanding even faster than trade... Stock and
shares of any of the world’s largest enterprises are quoted on a variety of stock exchanges...” Thus, “its

purpose is to set out an ethical basis for international business. It includes some principles and guidelines
for practice to help business people, traders and investors... It also gives guidance in resolving genuine
dilemmas which arise in the course of day-to-day business... There is evidence that morality and ethics
standards are declining in their [the participants’] respective societies, as exemplified by the wide reporting
of dishonest and corrupt practices. Part of the problem is an ambivalence concerning what is considered
right and wrong... [thus] a reiteration of shared ethical precepts in the form of a Declaration would help to
sustain... the standards of international business behaviour.”

The declaration itself makes clear that there must be a sort of alliance between the “providers of
finance” and “customers” and “employees” against corruption, and corruption is identified with sovereign
governments and industrialists. Money lent must, of course, be repaid “at all due dates”. “A business
cannot operate without finance. There is, therefore, a partnership between the provider and the user. The
company borrowing money shall give to the lender:

* “What has been agreed to be repaid and on the due dates.
* “Adequate safeguards in using the resources entrusted.

“Regular information on the operations of the business and opportunities to raise with directors matters
concerning their performance...” And, among the anti-corruption duties of local and national governments,
there is that of “protecting the local environment from harmful emissions from manufacturing plants... and
any practice likely to endanger humans, animals or plant life.” [H: Shades of Prince Albert, Team?]

Prince Philip established the “ethics rules”, and suddenly in the same year, 1993, the enforcer emerges,
in the form of Transparency. TI's propaganda repeatedly emphasizes the need to establish an “Anti-
Corruption Authority” that is independent of governments, and to fight the corruption of the “politicians”.
[H: Wow, doesn’t that dark glass obscuring viewing become transparent as we consider interna-
tional dealings and demands?]

TI is basically arib of other British-controlled agencies, such as the World Bank. The above-quoted
article in I/ Giornale explains: “From ideology, we are already at the bill of laws. By the end of summer,
TI will conclude certain close agreements with some South American and eastern countries, to assist them
in the development of national strategies to put an end to corruption.” Then the action will move to Europe;
Italy is at the end of the line. The road is easy: The World Bank gives loans to developing countries and,
‘TTis charged with the creation of a system of control and budget,” says the chairman of TI in Italy, Maria
Teresa Brassaiolo. Brassaiolois a city councilman in Milan for Umberto Bossi’s Northern League, which
is operating both legally and illegally to split the country. TI Italy was officially launched on Jan. 20 at the
Milan Chamber of Commerce, at a meeting that included TT Chairman Peter Eigen and the two main
bosses of “Clean Hands,” Piercamillo Davigo and Gherardo Colombo. [H: Really quite a small world
isn’tit? Note that we just keep running into the same names and people everywhere we go.]

EIGEN, CROWN AGENTS,
RIO TINTO ZINC

The chairman of the board of TI, former World Bank official Peter Eigen, proclaims on the Internet:
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“Transparency International is a not-for-profit, non-governmental organization, to counter corruption both
in international business transactions and, through our National Chapters, at the national level. Our mission
is:

* “Curb corruption through international and national coalitions encouraging government to establish
and implement effective laws, policies, and anti-corruption programs.

* “Strengthen public support and understanding for anti-corruption programs.

* “Encourage all parties to international business transactions to operate at the highest levels of integ-
rity, guided in particular by TI’s Standard of Conduct. [Barfable.]

“Our strategy is to do this by:

* “Establishing coalitions of like-minded organizations and individuals to work with government (wherever
possible) to assist in developing and implementing national anti-corruption programs.

* “Initiating an information centre and conducting practically-oriented research into aspects of con-
taining corruption... [and] broaden public awareness...

* “Building National Chapters that foster anti-corruption programs.”

Before creating T1, Eigen had worked for 25 years as World Bank manager for programs in Africa and
Ibero-America. Under Ford Foundation sponsorship, he “assisted” the governments of Botswana and
Namibia. From 1988 to 1991, he was director of the regional Mission for Eastern Africa of the World
Bank. [H: Boy, they certainly ended corruption over there, didn’t they?]

Currently TT has chapters in more than 60 countries, and around 70,000 members. Among the mem-
bers of the Advisory Council we find a few jewels:

Peter Berry, the managing director of the British Crown Agents (CA). While TI is among the elected
members of the Crown Agents Foundation, the latter is rapidly becoming the key instrument for direct
operations of the British Special Air Services and other commando forces into the countries of the British
Empire. This is nothing new. Since 1833, CA has provided logistical and technical services to the British
Crown colonies, especially procurement of weapons; its primary client is the British Overseas Develop-
ment Administration, i.e., the administration of the “former’ colonies.

John Brademas, chairman of the National Endowment for Democracy.

Luis Moreno Ocampo, a former Argentinean prosecutor, who helped try the military junta in 1985;
co-founder of the Poder Ciudadano (Citizen’s Power) NGO, and known as the “Argentinean Di Pietro”.
He is key for the destabilization of Ibero-America that Transparency is planning, and is especially dedi-
cated to destroying any resistance to the subversion of national sovereignty. His preferred target is the

military.
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Nestor-Humberto Martinez Neira, Colombia’s justice minister.

Among the funders of these anti-corruption crusaders, we find, again, Crown Agents; and the directly
British corporations such as Coopers & Lybrand, Rio Tinto Zinc Ltd, Tate & Lyle, Nufeild Foundation,
and Rowntree Trust. Top financial contributors are the British Overseas Development Administration; the
Inter-American Development Bank; BHP Minerals of Australia; Banque Bruxelles Lambert, Belgium;
Bristol-Myers Squib; IBM, Germany; Arthur Anderson, U.S.A.; and the Ford Foundation. The UN is
prominent in the list, especially through the UN Development Program.

PRINCE PHILIP’S PANDORA’S BOX

Tl is just the most recent tentacle of the British oligarchy, of the royal family, in its war against the
republican nation-state. Itis used, in particular, against the developing countries, in a process of irregular
re-colonization, but Europe and the United States are also targeted. TI is deployed in parallel with the
environmentalist movement, and is coordinated by the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund
(IMF).

The creation of TI coincided with the “greening” of the World Bank, and the appointment of James
Wolfensohn as the bank president on June 1, 1995. TI’s self-proclaimed holy war against ““corruption”
signalled a phase change in the British underground war. The World Bank-IMF apparatus no longer limits
itself to imposing deadly conditionalities and destroying its victim country through usury; now, this appara-
tus wants to take over governments and states directly.

The “reforms” launched by Wolfensohn emphasize direct control of the credits granted by the World
Bank even after they have been delivered to a particular government, on the pretext of preventing corrup-
tion. These “reforms”, as we shall see, are perfectly coherent with the deployment of the TI anti-corrup-
tion stormtroopers.

THE ‘ECOLOGICAL’ TENTACLE

Prince Philip, who views man as a dangerous accident who upsets the balance of nature, and thus must
be limited or suppressed, made a key move in 1986, when, as international president of the World Wildlife
Fund, he organized a conference on “Religion and Conservation”, in Assisi, Italy. There he brought to-
gether representatives of Christianity, Judaism, Islam, Hinduism, and Buddhism to push a pagan agenda,
a pseudo-ecumenism based on the return to Mother Nature, away from the idea of man in the image of
God. “Ibelieve that... anew and powerful alliance has been forged between the forces of religion and the
forces of conservation,” he said.

From April 29 to May 3, 1995, Prince Philip launched a second eco-fascist assault against religion.
He gathered 60 prominent environmentalists and religious leaders at Windsor Castle for the “World Sum-
mit for Religion and Conservation”.

The main threat facing the planet, he said, is population growth; thus ““vital actions’ are needed by both
religious and non-religious bodies, to “interfere” in human activities and protect the environment from the
“dramatic increase in the world’s human population™. “The key issue for the Conservation of our natural
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environment is to find ways of protecting it from the consequences of human population explosion... If you
are in a process of blowing up a balloon, there is nothing to warn you that it is about to burst. We are
stretching the Earth’s systems like a small child blowing up a balloon.”

The final press release of the event pointed to the prominent role played by two of the main British
tentacles: (1) the United Nations bureacucracy, in particular the UN Environment Program. The UNEP
would ask religions to be “environment monitoring agencies at the local level”, while “the faiths” would be
offered an increasing role in UN decision-making; and (2) the World Bank. “The World Bank has ex-
tended an invitation to faith leaders to establish a dialogue with the World Bank Directors on the Ethics of
Contemporary economics.”

RELIGION AS ‘INSTRUMENTUM REGNI’

It is painfully obvious that Prince Philip’s aim is to coopt religions and religious leaders within a cultist
Pantheon controlled by the British oligarchy. As Mark Burdman pointed out in E/R on May 19, 1995, “If
that sounds like an attempt to use religious leaders as, in effect, operatives in a new environmental gestapo,
that is in full conformity with the royal consort’s prescription to the Windsor gathering.”

In fact, the historical parallel that comes to mind is the beginning of the Christian era, when the Roman
oligarchy, having reached the depths of depravity, corruption, and auto-cannibalistic usury, launched a
utopian project to stop the influence of emerging Christianity. They tried to gather every cult in the empire,
in a sort of unholy ecumenism. This was the meaning of the pantheon, a place in which each “religion” had
a precise pigeon-hole, and they acted, all together, to promote the purposes and the ideology of the
empire.

Finally the Romans created a super-cult, using the forms of the secret cult of Mithra, under which they
tried to collect all existing religions. It was supposed to be the perfect instrumentum regni; it would have
stopped the spread of Christianity and assured the creation of a global, eternal empire. Indeed, the Roman
oligarchy was able to take over and use many of the cults; but then, the whole structure collapsed. The
super-cult was the “loser”.

Today, Prince Philip and his legions are fully involved in making religions their instruments. The Catho-
lic Church has been one of their main targets. One of their most recent meetings took place on June 9-10
in Rome, titled “Economic Modernization, Democratization, Social Justice”. Among the participants were
the chairman of the Latin American Bishops Conference (CELAM), Archbishop Oscar Andres Rodriguez
Maradiaga; Msgr. Giampaolo Crepaldi, undersecretary of the Pontifical Council Justice and Peace (which
hosted the meeting); World Bank President James Wolfensohn; IMF Managing Director Michel
Camdessus; and INTER-AMERICAN DEVELOPMENT BANK (ALSO KNOWN AS INTER-
AMERICAN INVESTMENT CORPORATION) PRESIDENT ENRIQUE IGLESIAS. Accord-
ing to Crepaldi, the real object of the discussion was the Ibero-American debt to the international financial
institutions.

Camdessus maintained that the issue of the Ibero-American debt has been greatly exaggerated. The
problemis notreal! Apparently, the participants in the meeting agreed. In the dialogue with the usurers,
Archbishop Rodriguez Maradiaga not only endorsed the approach of Wolfensohn and Camdessus, but
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used the “anti-corruption” rhetoric that closely echoes Transparency International: The problem is not the
debt, the problem is the corruption of the political leaders of Ibero-America.

In an interview with the Catholic daily Avenire, Rodriguez Maradiaga stated: “Itis not a mystery that
economic aid did not reach the intended recipients. A large part of the aid ended up in the hands of corrupt
people.” Then, the interview took the tone of a “deal”’; “Thus, a determined fight against corruption is the
compensation that our countries must offer to the international financial organizations, in order to obtain a
reduction of the debt; actually this is a precondition for the implementation of such an approach”, Monsi-
gnor Crepaldi commented that the meeting established a “fertile dialogue” between the Church and the
world of finance, and added that this was just “an opening phase for further dialogue... What pleased both
sides was that there were more points of agreement than disagreement....”

“PARTNERS IN DIALOGUE”

At the beginning of the process, the World Bank and the IMF were the “counterparts’ of the religious
institutions, not the “dialogue partners”, on the issue of debt cancellation or moratorium. In 1994, in his
apostolic letter As the Third Millennium Draws Near, Pope John Paul II had stressed: “In the spirit of the
Book of Leviticus, Christians will have to raise their voice on behalf of all the poor of the world, proposing
the Jubilee [the year 2000] as an appropriate time to give thought, among other things, to reducing sub-
stantially, if not cancelling outright, the international debt which seriously threatens the future of many
nations.”

When Wolfensohn was initially asked about this, his answer was, “The idea isn’t practicable.” He said
that something can be done for countries that could offer guarantees, i.e., that had more to be looted. For
the others, nothing was possible. “A sort of death sentence decreed by a financial institution,” commented
the Rome press agency ASCA.

In September 1995, the Pope took up the issue again, “I make a pressing appeal to the International
Monetary Fund and the World Bank and all foreign creditors to alleviate the crushing debts of the African
nations. I earnestly ask the episcopal conferences of the industrialized countries to present this issue
consistently to their governments and to the organization concerned.”

The pressure on the financial tentacles of the British Empire was growing. The front against the Nazi
economics of Wolfensohn and Co. was broadening. There was now also the appalling case of Bosnia, a
country destroyed by a genocidal war, which the World Bank deprived of any aid until it had agreed to pay
the foreign debts of former Yugoslavia. And there were many other cases of “genocide through financial
means’”.

So the World Bank and IMF started a “dialogue” on the problem of the debt, and agreed to do
something. They were no longer the enemy, but a “partner”. On Feb. 12, 1996, Cardinal Basil Hume,
Roman Catholic primate of England, held a seminar in London on the “debt crisis”. Archbishop Rodriguez
Maradiaga participated in the meeting, as did as Secretary of Justice and Peace Msgr. Diamuid Martin.
Among the participants were Camdessus, IMF Executive Director Hugh Evans, World Bank Executive
Director Ruth Jacoby, Bank of England Executive Director Brian Quinn, and many other officials of the
two institutions. With them sat one of the individuals most responsible for the genocide and the destabili-
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zation in Africa, Baroness Lynda Chalker of Wallaseey, the British minister of state for foreign and Com-
monwealth affairs and minister for overseas development—one of the pillars of the empire.

In October 1996, the World Bank and the IMF “acknowledged the debt problem” and pledged to do
something about it. On April 7, the Catholic bishops of England and Wales, who apparently are dealing
with the issue, met in London and issued a “Statement on International Debt”. They wrote: “We are
heartened by the new Initiative announced last October by the World Bank and the IMF to tackle the
unpayable debts of the world’s poorest countries. But its scope and effectiveness are still unclear, as is the
extent of support among major Governments... We urge the British Government, which has played a
leading role hitherto, to continue to press for long-term solutions which would allow these countries to
achieve debt sustainability”.

The World Bank kept offering its deadly dialogue with religions. Inits spring 1997 issue, News from
ARC: Bulletin of the Alliance of Religions and Conservation asked, “Is the World Bank getting serious
about religion?” The head of ARC is Martin Palmer, the “religious affairs” adviser of Prince Philip. The
article reads: “For the first time in its history, the World Bank is to ask world religious leaders for advice.
They have asked ARC to organize a series of meetings, bringing together World Bank directors with senior
religious leaders of nine world faiths... The purpose will be to examine and question the ethics of the World
Bank, and to help it understand the values and concerns of local communities...”

That meeting did indeed take place at the World Bank headquarters in Washington at the end of May.
It was sponsored by the office of James Wolfensohn and organized by Martin Palmer.

Next October in Rome, Wolfensohn, Camdessus, Archbishop Rodriguez Maradiaga, Crepaldi, and
the others who participated in the “historical dialogue” in June in Rome, on the alleged non-importance of
the debt problem, will meet again, immediately before the synod of the bishops of North and South
America.

To lead into general informational topics I will comment on some of the ongoing projects being undertaken
here.

It’s a growing trend: Chinese “businessmen” rescuing economically strapped American communities.
One of the best-known examples of this Beijing largesse is the recent sweetheart arrangement between the
China Ocean Shipping Company (COSCO) and Long Beach, California. COSCO, which is actually a
corporate arm of the People’s Liberation Army (PLA), would really come out the winner in this Clinton-
brokered deal. Under the current bargain (which, at the moment, is on hold), it would take control of the
strategic Long Beach Naval Yards—and get paid millions of dollars to do so.

Now the Chinese are moving inland. Qut in the Mojave Desert, about 100 miles northeast of
Long Beach, another grand Sino-American venture is underway. At Adelanto, a former Air
Force town of 40,000, the ambitious Da Zhong Hua Wholesale Town is under construction. As
many as 1,000 Chinese firms may set up shop here, selling Chinese-made electronics, shoes,
clothes, furniture, jewelry, and other products. As in L.ong Beach, many local residents and officials
are enthused at the jobs and prosperity that are expected to come with this major development. After all,
when George Air Force Base was shut down in 1992, the region lost 5,000 jobs and $15 million in annual
sales revenues. “For us it means jobs, and jobs mean more homes and being able to service our existing
residents better,” Adelanto City Manager Mike Sakamoto told Associated Press reporter Scott Lindlaw.

But is all of the economic optimism justified? Will Da Zhong Hua Wholesale Town provide jobs for
local residents, or will the Chinese government-backed effort bring its own workers? And if not for its
access to dirt-cheap slave labor, special concessions, and subsidized loans from the U.S. Export-Import
Bank and the World Bank, would the Chinese be in any better position to provide jobs than American
companies?

But far more important than the economics of the Adelanto project are the national security con-
cerns—which appear to be of no concern to the Clinton Administration. The new Chinese undertaking is
only 20 miles across the desert from Edwards Air Force Base, our nation’s premiere military flight-test
installation and a key target of Beijing’s intelligence services. Lam Fong Ng, general manager of Da Zhong
Hua, laughs at such suspicions. “We are pure businessmen,” he says. ‘“We are talking about business, not
politics. We have never heard any opposition to this project. I see only smiling faces.”

However, as sinologist Nicholas Eftimiades clearly shows in his thorough 1994 study, Chinese Intel-
ligence Operations, accepting Chinese “business’ at face value is dangerously naive. All companies in the
People’s Republic of China are subservient adjuncts of the Communist Party and the Ministry of State
Security (MSS), the Chinese equivalent of the KGB. In fact, U.S. intelligence analysts have warned for
years that Chinese infiltration and espionage activities in the U.S. have been far more pervasive than those
of the Soviets.

Arealeaders were warned multi-billion dollar aerospace industry could be moved to the East Coast
unless action is taken soon.

Alis Clausen, chair of the Antelope Valley Board of Trade Aerospace Committee, which called the
meeting, delivered the warning at a meeting in Kern County Supervisor Steve Perez’s office in Rosamond.

“The idea that Edwards is ‘safe’ just because it is the premier flight test center is simply not the case,”
Clausen warned those attending the meeting called by the Antelope Valley Board of Trade.

“The entire military-industrial complex in the Western United States is in danger,” Clausen, regional
manager of Southern California Edison, cautioned.

“The threat is real—we could lose over HALF our income for this whole area,” added former Edwards
Air Force Base official Phil Brady, who heads a coalition working to save the industry.

Brady said politicians from Florida, Maryland, Texas and New York are working together to transfer
flight testing and other defense projects and contracts to their areas.

Aproject to upgrade A-10 aircraft went to Eglin Air Force Base in Florida and a lucrative contract to
build the F-22 fighter has gone to Georgia, Brady said.

East Coast politicos have been “working for four years” to transfer control of Air Force flight testing to
Eglin, which could result in slowly “bleeding off” projects at Edwards.

One project that could be lost is the $740 billion Joint Strike Fighter, which will generate jobs wher-
ever it is built for 20 to 25 years, Brady said.
And that’s just for domestic sales of the aircraft, which will be used by all three military branches.

Navy projects at China Lake are also in danger, along with related aerospace business at Mojave
Airport and Plant 42.

MULTIPLIER EFFECT

Brady said state politicians must understand that aerospace contracts have tremendous multiplier ef-
fects of 60 percent or more.

They must also realize that aerospace jobs are “high quality™.
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“There are jobs and there are jobs,” Brady said.

State Senator William “Pete” Knight (R-Palmdale) and Assemblyman George Runner (R-Lancaster)
have been working to educate fellow lawmakers and state officials, Brady said.

That’s necessary because the state published a report last year listing the state’s seven key industries.
Aerospace was not among them, Brady noted, even though it’s a $14 billion industry in California.
He said the military testing facilities in the region are in a “death struggle” to stay alive.

Brady and Clausen asked local leaders to carry the message back to their communities, and to build
coalitions that can write letters and take other action to inform state and federal officials of the need to
retain the aerospace industry in the Western United States.

“This is the ‘light of day’ group,” Clausen said, explaining that the committee must get the word out to
decision-makers before it is too late.

AIDS BAM ZONE RENEWAL

In an effort to draw in Mideast oil funds, Russia has established the First Russian-Islamic Bank, co-
owned by investors from Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar, Sudan, and Egypt, and the Russian government,
Rossiyskiye Vesti reported on July 22. The bank, which is established on Islamic principles, does not
extend interest-bearing credit, which in Islam is considered usury, but invests in projects in exchange for a
percentage of future profits. One of the areas in which the bank intends to invest is the impoverished region
along the Baykal-Amur Mainline (BAM), the rail line in Russia’s Far East.

Adalet Dzhabiyev, the bank’s chairman, reports that the bank plans to invest up to $60 million in
various projects by the first quarter of 1998. “The highest priority in placing the investments of the Rus-
sian-Islamic Bank,” he reported, “is given to the defense industry, space technology, shipbuilding, the
processing sectors, industrial ecology, and environmental protection. We plan to allocate the most wide-
scale investments in the project for developing BAM.”

ONE OF THE BANK’S PRIORITY TASKS 1S TO DEVELOP INFRASTRUCTURE TO
SERVICE TRADE BETWEEN RUSSIA AND THE NEAR AND FAR EAST, AND WITH
SOUTHEAST ASIA. Russia, the paper commented, “in addition to the fact that it is a major producer
and supplier of weapons and a strategic partner of many Arab countries, can become a capacious market
for investment of the capital of the countries of the Muslim world.”

UKRAINE. TURKMENISTAN, IRAN
SET UP BARTER DEAL

Iran, Turkmenistan, and Ukraine have entered into a three-way barter deal, which centers on rail
equipment. The deal is an example of how regional trade arrangements, in the context of the Eurasian
Land-Bridge, can provide markets for former Soviet industrial capacities, which otherwise are shrivelling

up.

According to Kiev Intelnews on Aug. 3, Ukraine’s Resources, a state-run joint stock company, has
been appointed by the government to run the barter deal for 1997-98 under which Ukraine will receive
$50 million worth of natural gas from Turkmenistan. (Iran and Turkmenistan are building a pipeline to bring
Turkmen natural gas to Turkey, and westward.) Ukraine will ship to Iran $50 million worth of industrial
goods, free of the value-added tax and of any extra fees. The bulk of the order is for rail development;
Ukraine is to supply 1,000 sets of switch points, and other metal products. Iran will deliver goods worth
the same amount to Turkmenistan.

Ukrainian construction of industrial facilities in Iran is also pending, including plants to produce aircraft,
locomotives, paper-polyester thread, and sugar, and to install turbines and generators at two electric
power plants.

RAW MATERIALS GRAB NOT HINDERED
BY ‘LAND RIGHTS’

One-hundred-and-twenty mining companies have committed $64 BILLION for planned investment
in mineral exploration and processing plants in Australia over the next three years, according to Australian
Commodities, a report by the Australian Bureau of Agriculture Resource Economies, the Canberra
Times reported on Aug. 14. This high volume of investment comes despite the ostensible uncertainty over
indigenous land rights, which, it has been assumed, would hit the mining industry hardest.

The Australia High Court’s 1992 “Mabo” decision, which found that “native title” or prior indigenous
ownership of the land, EXISTS, and its 1996 “Wik” decision, which found that native title was not extin-
guished by pastoral leases, have created a situation where the holders of pastoral and mining leases are
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forced to negotiate with any Aboriginal people who claim ownership of the land, thus tying up projects until
negotiations are complete.

However, native title has not affected British mining giant Rio Tinto, one of the funders of Prince
Philip’s World Wide Fund for Nature, which created the indigenist movement. It has negotiated a number
of major projects.

The investment figures indicate that land rights are not seen as a threat to the mining industry generally.
Rather, the biggest threat from land rights is to farmers and infrastructure development projects.

BEASTS IN BLUE BERETS

“We are not going to achieve a New World Order without paying for it in blood as well as in words
and money,” warned Arthur Schlesinger Jr. in the July/August 1995 issue of Foreign Affairs. Schlesinger
had taken to the pages of the flagship journal of the Council on Foreign Relations to vindicate the dubious
proposition that the United Nations military represents the thin blue line dividing peaceful civilization from
savagery—in short, our planetary police. But what happens when the planetary police run amok and
become the agents of bloodshed? When local police abuse their power, the abused have avenues of
redress. From what body can those abused by the planetary police seek justice? The escalating scandal
of unpunished atrocities committed by UN “peacekeepers” illustrates that the planetary police are beyond
accountability.

“Perhaps our leaders should put the question to the people; what do we want the United Nations to
be?” Schlesinger wrote. “Do we want it to avert more killing fields around the planet? Or do we want it
to dwindle into impotence, leaving the world to the anarchy of nation-states?”” Critics of the UN should
eagerly embrace such a debate—provided that a copy of the above photograph is made available to all
participants. First published in the United States on the cover of the June 24th issue of the left-wing weekly
Village Voice, the photograph depicts two Belgian paladins of the New World Order giddily holding a
Somali child over an open flame. Other series of photographs depict UN soldiers kicking and stabbing a
Somali, and another soldier apparently urinating on the Somali’s dead body; yet another shows a Somali
child being forced to drink salt water, vomit, and worms. A second group of photos published in July 15th
Village Voice shows the dead bodies of bound Somalis—what appears to be the work of a death squad.

One atrocity not caught on camera involved the “punishment” of a Somali child by placing himin a
metal container and withholding water from him for two days; predictably, the relentless African heat killed
the child. One Belgian UN soldier testified that it was a regular practice to use metal boxes as prison cells,
and that other Somalis probably died similarly gruesome deaths.

STRANGELY SILENT

One might expect the photographs and first-person accounts of such atrocities to arouse public indig-
nation against the UN’s “planetary police”, just as the endlessly replayed videotape of the Rodney King
arrest turned public opinion against the Los Angeles Police Department. Perhaps this is why the pho-
tographs have been all but invisible in the United States, and precious little media attention has been
devoted to an examination of UN atrocities.

Village Voice reporter Jennifer Gould came across the accounts of the Belgian atrocities while doing
an earlier story about sexual harassment of female employees at UN headquarters. “When I spoke with
people at the UN, time after time I was told, ‘If you think it’s bad here, you ought to see what happens in
peace-keeping operations,”” Gould told the New American. 1 started looking into that issue and found
that the abuses I reported were well-known and easily documented. They were all over the media abroad,
and [ was really surprised it hadn’t been written about over here.”

Belgian military authorities launched an investigation into the atrocities following publication of a front-
page story by Belgium’s Het Laatste Nieuws. In early July, Privates Claude Baert and Kurt Coelus, the
two paratroopers photographed dangling the Somali child over a flame, were acquitted by a military court,
which ruled that the incident—described by Baert and Coelus as a punishment for stealing—was “a form
of playing without violence”, according to prosecutor Luc Walleyn. And what of discipline from the UN,
whose “Code of Personal Conduct for Blue Helmets” requires that peacekeepers “respect and regard the
human rights of all”’? Gould reports that a UN spokesman dismissed the acquittal of Baert and Coelus by
insisting that “the UN is not in the habit of embarrassing governments that contribute peacekeeping troops.”
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For its diligence in reporting unwelcome news, Het Laatste Nieuws was rewarded with a bomb
threat. Reporter Lieve Van Bastelaere informed 7he New American that the man arrested for making the
threat owned a local bar that is frequented by many people in the military, including veterans of “peace-
keeping” missions. “He apparently had been angered by what he had read, Bastelaere observed dryly.
“We’ve enhanced our security here at the paper, and the police took the threat seriously, even though he
may have been drunk when he made it. He claimed not to remember phoning in the threat when he was
arrested.”

In September, another military tribunal will be held to investigate the actions of Sergeant Dirk Nassel,
the soldier photographed forcing a Somali boy to ingest worms and vomit. However, the Belgian military
system—which is deeply entwined with the UN “peacekeeping’ apparatus—has yet to inflict substantive
penalties for abuses committed in the service of the UN. Several years ago, according to Gould, “Belgian
soldiers were also accused of holding mock executions for Somali children and forcing them to dig their
own graves; though their officer was given a suspended sentence, the soldiers were acquitted.” It is thus
firmly established in Belgian military jurisprudence that service in the new world army is a license to commit
barbarities with impunity.

CANADIAN, ITALIAN ATROCITIES

Nor was the Belgian component of the UN’s “Operation Restore Hope” uniquely barbarous. Three
members of a now-disbanded elite Canadian paratroop regiment were tried and convicted of criminal
charges in the beating death of a 16-year-old Somali boy named Shidane Arone; the three “peacekeepers™
had been photographed smiling beside the bloody corpse of the boy, whose hands had been bound. The
incident prompted the creation of a Canadian government commission to review that nation’s military and
its involvement in “peacekeeping” missions; however, the inquiry foundered on the obstructionism of politi-
cal and military bodies and produced what Canadian critics call an incomplete and inadequate report.

On August 8th, Italian military officials admitted that Italian soldiers assigned to UN duty in Somalia
had also tortured and otherwise abused Somali civilians. According to the Washington Post, “Two
generals who led the Italian forces to Somalia resigned in June following publication of graphic reports of
sexual violence against a Somali woman, electric torture of a young man and allegations that an officer had
murdered a young boy.” Drugs and prostitutes also were allowed to circulate freely among Italian UN
troops.

The Italian government assembled a five-member commission of inquiry, which interviewed 145 people
and traveled to Africa to interview Somalis who had been tormented by UN troops or witnessed the
bestial acts firsthand. The panel’s 46-page report documented that “the criminal events were not just the
result of ‘rotten apples’ that you may find in any structure, but were rather the consequence of a stretched
line of command and amused compliance toward such high jinxes by some junior officers.”

The January 18th New York Times reported that 47 Canadian UN troops who served in Bosnia were
accused of “drunkenness, sex, black marketeering and patient abuse at a mental hospital they were guard-
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ing”. The soldiers had been assigned the “humanitarian” chore of guarding a mental hospital at Bakovici in
order to secure it for the staff’s return. “The hospital instead became the setting for heavy drinking; sex
between soldiers, nurses and interpreters that violated regulations; black-market sales, and harassment of
the patients...”

During the “frenzy of looting” that broke out in Liberia in the spring of 1996, peacekeepers used UN
vehicles to make off with pilfered goods, according to the April 12, 1996 issue of USA Today. UN
vehicles—and the troops responsible for them—have also been a boon to Balkan drug smugglers. The
August 9, 1996 Washington Times reported that “U.S. and Bosnian officials suspect that high-ranking
UN officials from Jordan based in the central Bosnian towns of Bugojno and Travnik have routinely pro-
vided UN vehicles to help smugglers get contraband past checkpoints. The officers appear to have
received money and the services of prostitutes from the smugglers, led by Islamic foreigners who entered
Bosnia with U.S. approval to defend the Muslim government.”

Significantly, the Bosnian narco-ring apparently received critical support from UN police monitors,
who were stationed in the Balkans in order to facilitate the creation of a civilian police force dedicated to
upholding “world law”. A Pentagon official told the Washington Times that such problems were predict-
able, given that “the international police task force [in Bosnia] is a compendium of people from diverse
countries with different degrees of professionalism and training and different backgrounds in operations
and ethics”—a fairly-compelling explanation of why UN-style “world law” cannot work.

[H: OK, people, these are THE ONES that are now set forth to police YOUR world—no matter
who you are or where you might be in this old world.

Disallowing the fact that this is getting to be more and more
prevalent we will consider that a foreigner might well sooner shoot you than would your own
child.

You mourn for weeks over a princess who is killed literally by living her own lifestyle and yet who
attends these babes who are tortured to death by the very parties sent to protect them? If you
see nothing wrong with this—you are sicker than the whole lot of them.]

The UN’s “nation-building” mission in Cambodia—Ilong touted as among the world body’s proudest
achievements—added to that unfortunate land’s abundant history of lawlessness. In 1993, 170 residents
of Cambodia protested the abusive behavior of blue helmet troops in a letter to Yasushi Akashi, who
served as then-Secretary-General Boutros Boutros-Ghali’s representative in Cambodia. Prominent among
the complaints was the mistreatment of women, who were treated to abuse and harassment by UN offi-
cials “regularly in public restaurants, hotels and bars, banks, markets, and shops”.

New York Times correspondent Barbara Crossette, whose primary beat is the UN, elaborated: “The
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bad behavior [of UN forces in Cambodia] was not limited to abuse of women. There were bar fights,
brawls, and shootouts and a proliferation of brothels, stolen vehicles and general drunken boorishness.
Geographical origins were no indicator of what to expect. While some Asian and African troops got out of
line, it was the soldiers of a Bulgarian battalion who had the worst reputation. They went down in local
legend as ‘the Vulgarians’.” Cambodia has descended again into murderous chaos, and Kenneth Roth,
executive director of Human Rights Watch, believes that “the mess that Cambodia finds itself in today is in
large part a product of the UN’s failure to uphold the rule of law” in the course of its “nation-building”
mission.

NIGHTMARE IN RWANDA

The same lawlessness infected the UN mission to Rwanda, which suffered a Cambodia-style genocide
earlier this decade. Crossette noted that Rwandans accused UN troops “of illicit trading, hit-and-run
driving, sexual harassment and criminal abuse of diplomatic immunity they have bestowed on themselves.
The disruptive personal behavior of some troops has been a factor in Rwanda’s demand that all peace-
keepers be withdrawn from the country...”

Also contributing to that demand is the fact that UN forces in Rwanda actually abetted the worst
bloodletting in recent memory—the Rwandan genocide of 1994, in which a half-million Tutsis were anni-
hilated in approximately 100 days. “Many of the mass murderers were employees of the international
relief agencies,” testified Peter Hammond of Frontline Fellowship in Holocaust in Rwanda. In one inci-
dent recounted by Hammond, Belgian UN troops stationed in a heavily fortified compound in Kigali
“deceived the [Tutsi] refugees by assembling them for a meal in the dining hall and then [they] evacuated
the base while the refugees were eating. Literally two minutes after the Belgians had driven out of their
base, the Presidential Guard poured into the buildings, annihilating the defenseless Tutsi refugees.”

When the Tutsi-organized Rwandan Patriotic Front drove many of the worst Hutu murderers from
Rwanda into the Congo (then called Zaire) the UN intervened militarily—on the side of the murderers.
One year after the genocide, wrote Peter Beinart in the October 30, 1995 issue of The New Republic,
“former [Rwandan] government militias, often armed and sometimes in uniform, control many UN refugee
camps, terrorizing civilians and plotting to reinvade.” Janet Fleischmann of Human Rights Watch-Africa
reported, “The UN clearly took the lead in assisting these refugees who were in uniform and armed... and
that helped them establish control over the refugee camps.” This development provoked the renowned
French humanitarian group Medecins sans Frontieres and several other charitable organizations to with-
draw from militia-controlled UN refugee camps.

When the UN “peacekeeping” mission to Rwanda finally furled its blue banner in March 1996, the
reaction on the part of Rwandans was one of unalloyed relief. “Hundreds of genocide survivors protesting
outside the UN headquarters in Kigali cheered... as the UN flag was lowered to mark the end of the
United Nations’ peacekeeping mandate,” reported a March 3, 1996 Reuters wire service report. Appar-
ently, Rwandans would rather face the prospect of bloody anarchy than submit to the variety of “peace”
administered by UN troops.

FOLLOW THE BROTHELS
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The market in prostitution—including child prostitution—thrives wherever blue berets decamp. Ac-
cording to Gould, records of UN peacekeeping missions documented that “‘brothels have sprouted nearby—
and in one case allegedly inside—UN compounds. In the latter case, prostitutes were allegedly employed
by the UN and were reportedly even shipped on UN planes to fornicate with a UN staff member in hotels
paid for by the UN.”

Last December a UN study on children in war reported that blue berets had been involved in child
prostitution in six of the 12 countries which had been studied. In country after country unfortunate enough
to attract the UN’s “humanitarian” intervention, “the arrival of peacekeeping troops has been accompa-
nied with a rapid rise in child prostitution,” the document reported. Following the signing of a peace treaty
in Mozambique in 1992, for example, “soldiers of the United Nations operation... recruited girls aged 12
to 18 years into prostitution.”

However, as Jennifer Gould learned, the mistreatment of women is something of a UN tradition—the
world body’s enthusiastic support for radical feminism notwithstanding. In areport published in the May
20th Village Voice, Gould described the plight of Catherine Claxon, a UN employee who filed the first-
ever sexual harassment complaint against the UN in 1991. After Claxon filed her complaint, “Someone
fired a shot through the glass window of a coffee shop by the United Nations”—just above Claxon’s head.
“Another bullet shattered Claxon’s windshield as she drove home from her job at the UN one night on the
Long Island Expressway.” On three other occasions, Claxon was nearly run off the road—at the same
spot where she was nearly killed by the gunshot. According to Gould, “UN women describe a godfather-
like institution”—a network of cronyism and corruption. “This is compounded by the fact that in some UN
member countries, women are treated as chattel instead of as equals.”

HAUNTING PROPHECY

Gould described the UN as “a bizarre universe of intrigue and outrage, where diplomats from 185
countries—stuffed suits simmering with regional, religious, and class-bred hatreds—try to promote world
peace.” Such is the character of the institution whose masters crave the power to enforce “world law™.
The essence of that abstraction is captured in the photograph of “peacekeepers” Baert and Coelus play-
fully swinging a Somali child over a fire: unaccountable power employed mercilessly against the helpless.

More than seven decades ago, while the U.S. Senate was debating ratification of the League of
Nations Covenant, Senator William Borah (R-ID) sought to cool the ardor of the League’s supporters by
dousing it with a bracing shower of cold reality. Those who believed that a world army would consist of
stainless champions of “world peace” were ignoring the unyielding facts about human nature. A world
army, Borah declared, would consist of “the gathered scum of the nations organized into a conglomerate
international police force ordered hither and thither by the most heterogeneous and irresponsible body or
court that ever confused or confounded the natural instincts and noble passions of a people.” Can there be
any doubt that the UN has vindicated Borah’s dismal prophecy? — William Norman Grigg.

WALK IN PEACE

It was my honor to attend the “Spirituality in Education” Conference at Naropa Institute May 30,
through June 3, 1997. I am not a teacher by profession, but we are all teachers and students. Too often
we teach by example what we would not choose to, simply because we do not take time to consider the
ramifications of our actions. Several times our culture was referred to as the “Fast Food” variety. “Idon’t
care whatitis, or how you get it, I want it now.”

We do not listen to each other, but most importantly we do not take time to listen to our inner self, that
core of our being where the knowledge and wisdom are waiting to be invited into the light.

To be good teachers, we must KNOW AS WE ARE KNOWN. Parker Palmer’s book was a
remarkable text for the conference, but better than that, it is a handbook for life. He writes thoughtfully.
He guides me to allow myself to think about ideas and consequences I did not consider before. My
philosophy has been that time is the most precious gift, it is here for such a brief moment, when itis gone it
is gone forever, and I should have something tangible to show for it.

My tradition is that of the ant versus the grasshopper. We must work and prepare for tomorrow, for
arainy day, for old age. The grasshopper says it is summer, have a party, go on vacation, get out the
plastic, live for today for we know not about tomorrow. I am trying to find the balance between the two.

I was delighted to secure a place in Christine Caldwell’s Teaching Peace by Walking Peacefully. 1
had never walked aimlessly in my whole life. What a blessing it was. My whole body said, “Thank you.”
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We cannot teach peace and harmony if we do not feel it on the inside, too. Peace is not easily faked.

I'have lived in Utah all of my life. Anyone who is not a Mormon in Utah is called, by the Mormons, a
Gentile. I have learned not to call attention to the fact that I am not Mormon by being quiet about my
differences in opinion. I have laughed and said I hoped I would live someplace before I die where I am not
a Gentile. Those who are not familiar with Mormon culture are amazed, for they believe I will always be
aGentile.

There are so many rewarding aspects of the conference, but one of the most important to me was the
respect for other traditions. Ifind it very startling. As a Gentile in Mormon country, I am not used to
tolerance, never mind respect. To hear the Dalai Lama admonish us not to give up our own traditions was
surprising. I will work on tolerance for a church that controls our economy, our lifestyle, and more impor-
tantly the school system that does NOT want anyone, especially young people, to explore all of the
possibilities of everything. [H: Tolerance for that which is wrong is not an answer, only a postpone-
ment of responsibility. You can tolerate another’s differences but only if they are founded on
proper principles. Of course, yes, I do realize the point being made here in that we will learn
tolerance or the outcome is outright WAR which is more unacceptable in attitudes which need
adjusting.] We have such a wonderful world, so many opportunities.

Parker Palmer spoke of our precious inwardness. 1 have a six-year-old granddaughter. I am
learning to listen to her, really listen and to ask questions that give her the opportunity to explore her own
precious inwardness. Never mind teaching our teachers to find it in themselves, and to scrape away the
rubble for students, of all ages.

I'now will not sit quietly by on issues in education that I have learned are so important. The creative
arts, an individual’s right of expression, exploration of the sacredness of learning have my utmost attention.
I'do not want industrialized public education. I want every child to have the opportunity to be all that he
can be, in whatever manner that child chooses. The five-day-a-week, eight-hour-a-day job may put food
on the table, but it is now my hope that our children will know there is a precious inwardness and explore
it with confidence. That learning will again be exciting, and sacred, filled with wonder and surprise. Some-
how we must learn to work together, in community, with a sense of belonging to something bigger than
ourselves. We must know that the “nature red in tooth and claw” (Tennyson) is not the way. That we can
treat each other with respect and all living things and our environment.

And as His Holiness the Dalai Lama said,
“Look forward to the 21st Century with optimism.”

I came to the conference specifically to sit at the feet of the man recognized as His Holiness the Dalai
Lama. I was blessed to hear his words on two occasions. I had the opportunity to go to Denver and listen
to him speak a third time. The speakers at the conference were so dynamic I chose not to miss even a
minute. [ am not sorry.

This was my first introduction to the Buddhism. The Venerable Dzogchen Ponlop, Rinpoche talked
about knowledge and wisdom.
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“Knowledge,” he said, “comes from the mind. Wisdom comes from the heart. Knowledge is the
hard, and wisdom is the soft part. Knowledge is intellectual, conceptual, philosophical, understanding.
From the heart comes compassion, love and caring.”

“You cannot buy knowledge and wisdom. No one can give itto you. Itis already within us,” he said.

Rinpoche spoke about the knowledge and wisdom within each one of us as gold ore. “A good
teacher,” he said, “scrapes away the rubble and helps the student find his gold ore.”

Rinpoche talked about the path to knowledge and wisdom. He likened it to the game we play called
telephone. Each of us hears the same words, but because of our different backgrounds and traditions we
interpret the meaning slightly different, or maybe even a great deal differently—sometimes better, some-
times not. He suggested this knowledge and wisdom was like pure water, without shape or color.

Without a container the water will just run away and disappear. Water cannot be preserved without a
container. Each of us is a container. We are slightly different to very different. When we concentrate on
the water—the knowledge—and not on the container, we can learn many things and teach many things.
‘When we focus on the container instead of the water, we focus on our differences.

[H: Ah, very well put and yes indeed, things of substance must have containers and, further,
most things are recognized by the label on the container so you are again caught in that prover-
bial space between that rock and that pointed hard place to sit thee down. This is a perplexing
place to be for as we began the writing today it became obvious that “stuff”’ must be contained in
something and disorderly stuffing into containers may well be more worthy if the container be
the trash can, for once misplaced the finding of sought-for contents is hard to impossible to
achieve. Itis, further, obvious that if you have your “Girl Friday” who must attend all things in
your life, then she will have a miserable time without labels, containers of proper size and title
and can’t even be compared with the one who simply keeps the bathroom-toilet-paper books.
The facts are that the toilet-paper data will also be dumped onto the Girl Friday for resolution of
handling. This is not a good position in which to get cornered within for entropy is a plague upon
the heart AND the soul. How many of you, including Dharma, find NO place for ‘““precious
inwardness’ because of all the debris of all others being stuffed there within your container to
the point of overflow and that which overflows is that very substance which sustains self?]

Joan Halifax talked of our Rights of Passage. There are many in each culture. In ours they are not so
clearly defined, but each time we leave that which is familiar and acknowledge precious otherness, we
have made another passage. Myths inform our culture. Our education system has developed into tests
and slots and sameness. We are not teaching compassion, caring, responsibility to oneself and community.
My youngest child is a Junior in High School. He has had no exposure to Greek philosophy. Istill have
hope. Idid not have an opportunity to be exposed to philosophy of any kind until I had graduated from
college and returned to class because I felt that lack. It is the mystery, the sorting we do that makes us who
we are. Our “Fast Food” culture does not encourage any introspection or getting to know the Inner Self.
We have encouraged “sameness” at the cost of a sense of community. Joan said, ‘“We underestimate who
wereally are.”
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Rachael Naomi Remen addressed the care of the soul. As she spoke I heard her speak of our pain,
that we trade our wholeness for approval. My soul wants to laugh loudly and lament the same. [ have
traded my honesty for approval.

“We do violence to ourselves by denying grief. If you have ahammer, everything looks like a nail. If
you can’t experience loss you can’t share joy,” she said.

Many years ago, my then husband invited me to a boxing match. It was such an unusual invitation to
be with him that I accepted. Mid-way through the second match he gruffly told me we were leaving
because it was too embarrassing to him for me to cry over a boxing match when I knew neither fighter.

I'have now given myself permission, not only to keep citizenship in joint traditions, as many as I
choose, but to be honest with my feelings. What a blessed relief it was to hear Vincent Harding, His
Holiness the Dalai Lama and others remind us that it is okay, that we need to touch each other. 1love
people. I want to know them. I want them to feel comfortable with me. To feel safe. I wanted to ask a
Quechua Indian woman in Peru where I could find a hat like hers. I'spoke to her in my dreadful Spanish
and I also reached out to touch her arm. The terror in her eyes will always haunt me. She ran away
through the crowded market, looking back to see if I was following her, those dark brown eyes wide with
fright. I am now more sensitive to other traditions.

I'was unable to find the group I was assigned to, and joined Eagle Cruz: Sacred Relationship. I have
come to know things happen for areason. This is where I needed to be. I grew up on the Robbers Roost
Ranch of Butch Cassidy and Sundance Kid fame. Until the late 1950s it was 79 miles of dirt road to town.
My father would not allow us to round the figure to 80, My mother called it “embroidering”. Itis high
desert country, very dry. Respect for the land, for what it gives to you, and what it can cost you—your life,
if you don’t pay attention—is our tradition. Keepers of the land, stewards. I am of the rural tradition the
Dalai Lama spoke of, and I do believe John Gatto Taylor when he tells us we need to go back to the one
room schools, the sense of community, of sharing. Ilearned from Eagle Cruz that Native Americans do not
ask questions, that they feel that to ask questions is disrespectful. I have found that people will tell you
what they want you to know. If you are patient and let them unfold their story, they will feel safe with you,
and you with them. Our culture is guarded, withdrawn from the humanness we share.

Coming from a ranching background, the word “environmentalist” is like a BIG red light. Whata
wonderful surprise David Orr was. His excitement and enthusiasm were catching. He offered us hope.
As he talked about the students designing the building I felt hope for the 21st Century. I want to see this
building that handles its own wastes, and produces more energy than it can use. With teachers like David
Orr, we can succeed. We have become a nation of whiners. We need to “get our guts together and get on
withit.” The IT being working together today, now, for a better tomorrow.

I appreciate the honesty the presenters shared with us. Jeremy Hayward said, “Spirituality is like
Prozac, a nice coat to cover up our wounds.” I'smile when I remember him saying, “We teach children the
world is made of dead stuff. Where are the magical fairies I saw as a child, and the mystical angels?”

Jeremy Hayward reminded us again that we must see the disease, know about it, before we can treat
it. So often we delude ourselves by caring for others, never looking inward. Caring for others before we
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care for ourselves creates the illusion that we are fine, we have it together.

In my newspaper, since I returned home, was an article about the Iliff students and their hunger strike,
in hopes of change. Change is hard. We do not do change well. Fortunate are those students to have
Vincent Harding as faculty. I will always remember how Vincent Harding looked when he said he was
trying out the chair for the Dalai Lama.

What a feeling of community we shared in that tent on Sunday morning singing at the top of our lungs,
waiting for the Dalai Lama. What a splendid sight it was to see those two men embrace. That is what
“church” means to me.

Music is such an integral part of life. Ibelieve if we made more opportunities together, whether we
know the words or not, our souls would rejoice.

Parker Palmer talked about fear and the difference in being afraid and fear. I am still sorting thatin my
mind. Isaw Dr. Harding leaning against the building, alone. I wanted to speak to him. I had seen him
always surrounded by people, and I had more fear than courage to interrupt his brief moment of solitude.
I'hope I'have an opportunity to speak with him again. I will have more courage.

His Holiness, the Dalai Lama spoke about the basic necessities of life, love and compassion. All major
religions promote loving kindness and compassion. He said it was better to keep traditional religion.
“Don’t add more confusion,” he said. He said we are social animals, quarreling and disagreeing. A few
harsh words between husband and wife, but only a few. He admonished us that we are all in search of
inner peace and happiness. That by having a “warm heart” and being compassionate and affectionate with
each other we could solve the problems we have made. He reminded us that we already know all the
answers. We must remember them. That to look elsewhere, we depend too much on the external, will
destroy our future. There must be: OPEN HEART, OPEN SMILE, MORE FRIEND, MORE FOR-
TUNE.

No doctor can give us pills for compassion or make a warm heart. You must do that for yourselves.
Religion is like medicine. When we are sick, we cry out and take medicine. When we feel better we don’t
take the medicine anymore. When we are in trouble, we cry out, “help me—help me”. When things are
going well, we forget religion. [H: Well you never did pay much attention to ‘‘religion”, so let us say
that ‘“we forget spirituality in truth.”]

The problems we face today, we made yesterday. Itis karma. If we continue to neglect the problems,
we will have more to pay.

“It seems to me, the whole way of life of industrial nations—too much emphasis on the external, no
attention to the Inner Self. We have allowed ourselves outside the wheel of Life,” he said.

His Holiness talked about losing touch with the Earth. He said we have to go about overhauling the

way we look at and be in the world. To re-create the rural atmosphere, the human touch in one’s life, to
treat each other with respect, with warm heart and compassion.
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Inow walk aimlessly. I haven’t started a foolish project. I came back to all the old ones, and [ am
looking at them in anew way. I try not to ask questions. Ilaugh loudly and slap my knee—not the least bit
lady-like. Ilet the tears flow, unashamed.

I'am excited about the Sacredness of learning. I will practice a way of life of loving kindness so that I
can sincerely reach out to others. I will sing and I will give lots of hugs. I will not be afraid of what others
are thinking. I will remember that I am teaching as [ walk. I want to teach peace.

If you’re lucky, you will have a friend who will be teaching at Naropa and lets slip in His Holiness the
Dalai Lama who just might be there as well. He will tell you with a jovial twinkle that he would rather spend
time with Alan Ginsberg, but the bastard died.

If you’re lucky, your angels will speak to you in the night, when you will listen. Go there, they will tell
you.

If you’re lucky, you will hear fine men and women speak of love, compassion, of education, of tradi-
tion, of wholeness of spirit, the relationship of all things one to another, of caring, that each one of us can
make a difference.

If you are lucky you will take to heart the [roquois admonition that we make no judgment today that
might harm seven generations after us.

If you’re lucky Belle Hooks will be there. She will tell you that the best teacher is not always the most
liked and that you must be honest, to yourself and to students. She will tell you there are times you must
say you are sorry, that to reach out to another in pain does not mean that you take the pain, only that you
care. She will talk about the “sea-of-white”” and the white Buddhas in Boulder and their bullshit and you
will know it is then okay to go home.

If you’re lucky, you will walk down the path beside the laughing Boulder Creek. Honeysuckle-
perfumed air will hang over the thicket of green where murmurs of soft voices slip beneath the trees.
Without thinking you will stop to listen. You will discover sounds of lovers. Cheeks scarlet, you will hurry
on, knowing the lovers were oblivious to your presence and you will imagine their embrace, the warmth of
skin against skin, noses touching, warm wet kisses and groping hands.

If you are lucky, the pigeons under the bridge will fly up and startle you and you will forget the warm,
honeysuckle-perfumed air.

If you’re lucky you’ll walk back to the dorm in the rain and imagine how the trees will look in their
splendid gold-and-crimson fall gowns and the pines regal in their white winter coats.

If you’re lucky, the sounds you think might be big frogs coming from the bushes in the dark, really
aren’t. You will stop there in the rain and see a mother raccoon and four little ones scamper up the steps
into thicker bushes. A woman will come up the way. You will call out to her. This will be a moment better
shared.

“Look,” you will say, “a mother raccoon and her babies.”
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The mother will chatter, move babies in and out of bushes, in and out of light. Movement will stop, but
chatter will continue, mother will re-appear with number five baby firmly in tow. The two of you will laugh
about the scotch-blessing little straggler will be getting.

If you’re lucky, you will ponder the Dalai Lama’s words, “My religion is an open heart, and my way of
life is kindness.” And you will remember that to ask another, a question is disrespectful. And ask yourself
often, how am [ known? It can no longer be “we” and “they”.

Knowledge and wisdom. Knowledge of the mind, wisdom of the heart. The tricky part is to keep
them balanced. To love without annihilating our differences and lean into our own ear of corn.

If you are lucky, you will walk alone back to the dorm, the warm rain will kiss you. You will smile when
you see the two chubby men under the tiny umbrella, bumping along, and you turn your face to the rain
gods and say thank you for your free soul.

If you’re lucky, you will thieve two coffee-creams from the cafeteria this morning and two more that
morning so you can have a Turleys chocolate-chip cookie and hot milk the night before you leave. Over
thieved warm milk you will ponder all the new ideas and old ones presented in a new way. If a situation
brings you anger, walk away. Look at it in a different perspective. Walk with compassion, love and
forgiveness, hope and joy.

If you’re lucky, you will be glad to take these new ideas home with you, and practice, make them a
way of live.

If you are lucky, you will not forget.
And if I am lucky, I will meet you in the Boulder of our hearts. Gayemarie Ekker

and ye are both, and that might well be in EVERY THING THERE IS. When we know so much as to be
unable to be the student, we have erred greatly and heaped another wet sponge on our pile of karmic
acceptance. Like a gift or a burden, IF YOU DO NOT ACCEPT IT, IT CANNOT BE EITHER.
Go forth and WALK AIMLESSLY, but bring God with you lest you miss the part where HE carries you.
And, make your own song to which the heart can linger in harmony, for never mind the songs of others for
tis yours which swells within and allows God to know your call. A Mockingbird is often mistaken for a
Meadow Lark, and what a pity for the Mockingbird is ever so much more flexible.

I write
for my people and never for journalistic or grammatical purity according to the ideas of the rewriters of
language. What is wrong already is that you change your language, word meanings, and never seem TO
GET THE POINT of the contents. If you cannot work with that which we offer, don’t work with it. There
are no funds for such luxury as indexing in any event and, as we pass by “dated”” material, it becomes less
and less worthy of spending time or funds on it. Even Reader’s Digest doesn’t have an individual ending
indexing of words or names in their periodicals. So, to bring this to our attention is absurd as we are trying
to do whatever we can to bring wherewithal to get to our work—our REAL work. If you assume the
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“word” in our writings to be the point here, then let me correct your perceptions: I write for our people and
their information and for no other reason. In fact, you will note that you are only getting in the CONTACT
a very few public writings at all, and yet we write EVERY DAY, OR TWICE IF WE MISS a day.

I'am not going to go by the rulebooks and I think that neither are the ones who work for almost no wages
just to get a job done. We have a superb paper and the Journals are well received and I refuse to make
anyone unhappy about their work OR THE CONTENTS AND STRUCTURES. We are NOT a pub-
lishing house and I don’t want it ever even referred to as such. Don’t you people realize the assaults that
every slip of your lips or fingers brings upon US?

I'am so grateful that the paper is flowing in our absence from the daily writing for we can’t physically do
more. Our job is to go where the possibilities lead and get our purpose into flow. One possibility is not
enough for that one may well not bear fruit, so we need MANY, many possible rewarding circumstances.
This requires 24 hours a day at the task without ability to weep over that which does not bear fruit. Is it too
much to ask that the team simply make-do and get along while we are attending these other matters?

In addition to the ongoing tasks we have another filing from Horton, Abbott and Green in a case in which
Abbott has been “kicked out”, literally, from the case and the courtroom. So, we will attend it in some
other approach.

Ray B. did a superb job on the case filed Friday. The clerks recognized the difference in paperwork but
were actually very nice, called the supervisor and decided how to handle the case. It will please you as it
did us to find that we were appointed Judge Coyle for the job of presiding over this new approach. We
plan to march right through one after another of these opportunities without the expense of having attorneys
bleeding us dry. You can do likewise—if you want to save your own bacon—AND BREAD. [Note from
E.J.: My apologies to those in tapeland; as I read this today at the meeting I missed the marvelous humor.
I'have underlined it here in the hope that you all can enjoy His humor as much as we do.] Will Judge Coyle
remember the US&P case? Of course, and that is what makes us so happy. He is going to get to see a
dozen, at the least, of these filings, and some are eventually going to be against HIM and he will recognize
that fact instantly. Will he rule against the people? Probably, but won’t that be the worst mistake he ever
made?

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What will we do? Nothing, but I remind all of you that it is most unpleasant to be sick, have to attend
distant meetings and represent ME, and come back to the piles of tattlings and prattlings of negative nature.

She stayed home this morning to do this and get the meeting together when WE SHOULD HAVE BEEN
INLANCASTER ABOUT OUR FATHER’S BUSINESS MATTERS. This is unacceptable for when
she is not present I cannot make myself recognized or have input except through simple thought projection
which is rarely heard correctly. And, yes, I DO participate in meetings and we can run a two-day meeting
schedule into a couple of hours. Idon’t have any difficulty making myself known, nor in others finding
comfort in my presence. If YOU still have a problem, then I suggest you look very carefully at that fact.
Are you embarrassed? Are you semi-conscious? Are you still looking for that which is NOT?

My team has to be willing to give up ALL control for the better working of any circumstance and we do so
gratefully for the assistance of learned and wise business men. We are making efforts to bring freedom
back to a nation without bloodshed or war. This seems worthy, for a day’s work, to us. We have to let go
of selves and LET GOD. Is this not far easier than trying to run everything according to your own wishes?

When you strive too hard for perfection in others, you will find that you have developed very visible and
obvious imperfections in self. Be careful for your need is NOT OUR DEMAND OR COMMAND.

It is so important to sit with self and ponder upon these things which distract and annoy for we find so much
to attend in that silent understanding with self. Some people think with their mouths, some think silently and
without any possibility of allowing another to see their shortcomings, and others write so that their own
opinions are there for posterity, good or bad. 1 don’t have anything to assist in your own decisions about
which approach is best, but sometimes it is certainly wise to allow things to simply move on past lest we be
assisting at someone else’s pain and offended self-esteem. Some people have so little self-esteem and
proffer only insecurity to the point of destruction to themselves. These are the lessons I would have more
time to teach and converse about if we can move on to those days of simple wine and roses without
burden, except for that grabbed-for moment in time. My purpose, however, does not allow the luxury of
such limited teachings.

Are each of us to
blame for the errors that came before us? No, only for FURTHERING the concepts and errors.

You become totally hung up on race, color, creed and nationality when, if 10 men and women of every sort
smeared blood on the table before you and you had no microscopes or chemical testing, you could not tell
one from the other. When will you learn that God is not White—HE IS LIGHT? You couldn’t tell the
difference even with testing unless there is some special thing “amiss” in any of the blood which indicates a
specific racial characteristic.

I'am always amused by the old adage that “the squeaking wheel gets the grease”. This would seem pretty
good to some, I suppose, but it seems to me that more often the perpetually squeaking wheel gets tossed
out for yard decorations or junk-heap placement. God speaks and responds in the small wee voice of,
often, silence. Squeaking indicates a friction-rub taking place which is left unattended by the wheel itself.
Every individual, moreover, is only interested in their own friction blisters and not in yours. Make a big
deal of it and you may well find your blisters getting larger and larger.

You will find that people are kind but they do not feed well on your shared infirmities—unless, of course,
they just want to share their own as well. I suggest thatif you can’t eat—don’t. I further suggest that if you
have other problems, possibly don’t speak of them lest they bore the other into leaving you COMPLETELY
alone to revel in your misery. If, however, you find another who also revels in misery—join them—and
revel to your heart’s content. We have other things to do. If you are infirm, then do the best you can and
keep moving along as well as is possible lest you find your wheels not just squeaking but actually “freez-
ing”. Itis up to you alone to decide about your condition and you can’t wait to find what another is willing
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to do for you, even if that other is a physician who claims to know it all. You know what you need if you
will but move within and find what’s eating you, lest you blame something you are eating for your plight.

AmIcruel? I'suppose, if that is what is meant by allowing God, and other, to come to decisions regarding
them. If a person wishes suicide, who are you to butt in, except to offer your support of life? If that other
goes away, allow yourself to fully release that party and check out that you don’t run off to bury that
“other” who has already departed while those other dead entities around that one could enjoy doing same
without your input—save probably paying the expenses. Be careful on that which you bite and chew for
perchance the lessons are NOT FOR YOU.

This is a time of great transitions and migrations and it is not yours to know about any other than self. I
would hope that you would find this worthy input and not simply some other perception over which to
dawdle and argue for, at best, the offerings of speakings can only be from personal opinion in perception.

Can I use abetter example? Yes, I think so. Did you, Ekkers, or somebody else give Cleary cancer of the
colon, if that be his problem? No, but he certainly did everything he could to destroy and give terminal
cancer to the Ekkers and some of you nice people in this area. Is judgment, or joy, sorrow, or pain your
responsible response? Why? Do you think piously because you believe God is only pious? When things
are set to straight then and only then is attention or anything else showered on the various entities surround-
ing your ongoing experiences. Love the man, but it is foolish indeed to not judge actions lest you bury
yourself in the mire of further lies and tramplings. Leave those silly and nonsensical things to those who
have time and little work to be achieved in a positive direction.
