They are playing with this little 
rocket-powered device designed to

It went all of 13 feet into the air 
and flew for 17 seconds during a 
Star Wars program test, (officials 
said--I do note that pictures you 
were shown were taken some six 
months past). 

This little 23. g-pound, computer- 
ized projectile also locked in on a 
simulated missile plume 100 yards 
away, performed two lateral move- 
ments covering 20 feet and hovered 
before dropping into a safety net, 
officials reported. 

The device, known as LEAP, for 
Lightweight Exo-Atmospheric Pro- 
jectile, is considered a “KEY

FENSE INITIATIVE.” 

The plans, they say, are to 
launch this from aboard an Aires 
or similar rocket and eject it 60 
miles to 180 miles above the 
Earth.
