PROTOCOL NO. 13 

The need for daily bread. Questions 
of the Political. Questions of in- 
dustry. Amusements. People’s 
Palaces. “Truth is One.” The 
great problems. 

The need for daily bread I forces the 
goyim to keep silence and be our hum- 
ble servants. Agents taken on to our 
press from among the goyim will at 
our orders discuss anything which it is 
inconvenient for us to issue directly in 
official documents, and we meanwhile, 
quietly amid the din of the discussion 
so raised, shall simply take and carry 
through such measures as we wish and 
then offer them to the public as an ac- 
complished fact. No one will dare to 
demand the ,abrogation of a matter 
once settled, all the more so as it will 
be represented as an improve- 
ment.... And immediately the press will 
distract the current of thought towards 
new questions (have we not trained 
people always to be seeking something 
new?). Into the discussion of these 
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new questions will throw themselves 
those of the brainless dispensers of 
fortunes who are not able even now to 
understand that they have not the re- 
motest conception about the matters 
which they undertake to discuss. 
Questions of the political are unattain- 
able for any save those who have 
guided it already for many ages, the 
creators. 

From all this you will see that in se- 
curing the opinion of the mob we are 
only facilitating the working of our 
machinery and you may remark that it 
is not for actions but for words issued 
by us on this or that question that we 
seem to seek approval. We are con- 
stantly making public declaration that 
we are guided in all our undertakings 
by the hope, joined to the conviction, 
that we are serving the common weal. 

In order to distract people who may be 
too troublesome from discussions of 
questions of the political we are now 
putting forward what we allege to be 
the new questions of the political, 
namely, questions of industry.

Growing more 
and more disaccustomed to reflect and 
form any opinions of their own, people 
will begin to talk in the same tone as 
we, because we alone shall be offering 
them new directions for thought...of 
course through such persons as will 
not be suspected of solidarity with us. 

The part played by the liberals, 
utopian dreamers, will be finally 
played out when our government is ac- 
knowledged. Till such time they will 
continue to do us good service. There- 
fore we shall continue to direct their 
minds to all sorts of vain conceptions 
of fantastic theories, new and appar- 

ently progressive: for have we not with 
complete success turned the brainless 
heads of the goyim with progress, till 
there is not among the goyim one mind 
able to perceive that under this word 
lies a departure from truth in all cases 
where it is not a question of material 
inventions, for truth is one, and in it 
there is no place for progress. 
Progress, like a fallacious idea, serves 
to obscure truth so that none may 
know it except us, the Chosen of God, 
its guardians. 

When we come into our kingdom our 
orators will expound great problems 
which have turned humanity upside 
down in order to bring it at the end 
under our beneficent rule.

“ah ha! I’. 

It has always been foisted upon you 
that Moses, in punishment from God, 
was not allowed to pass into the “Holy 
Promised Land! ” The truth of that lie 
becomes obvious when you consider 
that the “Promised Land” for a God’s 
person would not be of physical mani- 
festation and therefore anything of 
physical “stuff” or “things” would not 
be THE PROMISED land. So you 
have been duped again by the magician 
of deceit. Who gives forth “physical, 



human, fleshly” promises? Ah so.. .! 
Ponder this a moment: If you average 
only seventy some odd years in human 
flesh and must leave it all behind at 
death of that flesh--AND, EV- 
ERYONE DOES DIE AS IS AC- 
CEPTED--what have ye gained even if 
ye GET ALL HE PROMISES? You 
get a few years, possibly, of “having”- 
-you see, most don’t even “have it”. 
Even in the midst of what is perceived 
as the power and wealth and control-- 
what have ye? Mostly terror at losing 
that which you have garnered, having 
to guard it, unhappiness and continued 
searching for that elusive substance 
always just out of reach--the 
PROMISED “LAND”, the PROM- 
1SED “STUFF”, the PROMISED 
“THINGS”, POWER, CONTROL 
AND ON AND ON--JUST OUT OF 
REACJI. BELIEVE ME, BELOVED 
ONES, Wl1EN TflE “TOOL” IS NO 
LONGER USEFUL TO THE ELITE 
IN SERVICE OF SATAN’S 
PROMISES--THE TOOL IS DE- 
STROYED OR CAST OUT JUST AS 
ARE THE SERVANTS WHO HAVE 
SOLD THEIK SOULS AND 
GENERATIONS UNTO THE 
BEAST! SO BE IT AND MAY YOU 
COIZIJ: TO SEE IT IN TIME TO 
TL’RN IT ABOUT. 

WHY, FIJRTHEK, DOES IT CON- 
CERN YO1J SO MUCH WI10 
MIGHT BE ONE, JJATONN? IF I 
SPEAK TRUl‘11 AND TRUTH IS 
‘TRUTJl ANI, I ‘.‘OME IN SERVICE 
l.JNTO HOiLh CREATOR GOD, 
b+‘HAT DIFFERENC‘E J1OES IT 
h,lAKE IF I BE A BIRD, A PLANE 
OR SUPERMAN? THE FACT 
THAT I “EXIST” IN “REALITY” IS 
A NICE FROS’J‘ING FOR THE 
CAKE, PERHAPS. Life is a strange 
t>xperiznce, for if yc’ go unto the 
Dad’s schoolroom and ye are ~1st: 
enough to take only Truth or discern 
the Truth from the fiction--do you see, 
ye shall still end up in the presence ot 
God? The Master Teacher was recog- 
nized and called, “The King of Wis- 
dom” and ah, so it is! Was He super- 
natural at the time? No--he was sim- 
ply wise and discerned and taught the 
difference between the lies and the 
Truth and practiced Truth in all he did 
and said. Another strange phe- 
nomenon--if a man lies and knows that 
he lies, there is still hope for him. If 
he is convinced thz lie is Truth--he 
shall surely fall into the trap and be 
swallowed up. Further, if he foolishly 
pronounces loudly that the lie is Truth- 
-the lie is more quickly seen by others 

and he becomes the jester to be 
laughed at in full deserving thereof. 
An ignorant babbler who proclaims 
great wisdom is the biggest fool of all. 

PROTOCOL NO. 15 

One-day coup d’tat (revolution) over 
all the world. Executions. Fu- 
ture lot of goyim-masons. Mys- 
ticism of authority. Multiplica- 
tion of masonic lodges. Central 
governing board of masonic el- 
ders. The “Azev-tactics.” Ma- 
sonry as leader and guide of all 
secret societies. Significance of 
public applause. Collectivism. 
Victims. Executions of masons. 
Fall of the prestige of laws and 
authority. Our position as the 
Chosen People. Brevity and 
clarity of the laws of the king- 
dom of the future. Obedience to 
orders. Measures against abuse 
of authority. Severity of penal- 
ties. Age-limit for judges. Lih- 
era&m of judges and authori- 
ties. The money of all the 
world. Absolutism of masonry. 
Right of appeal. Patriarchal 
“outside appearance” of the 
power of the future “ruler”. 
Aposheosis sf the ruler. The 
right of the strong as the one 
and only right. The King of Is- 
rael. Patriarch of all the world. 

When we at last definitely come into 
our kingdom by the aid of coups d’&t 
prepared everywhere for one and the: 
same day. after the worthlessness of ail 
existing forms of government has been 
definitely acknowledged (and not a lit- 
tle time will pass before that comes 
about, perhaps even a whole century), 
we shall make it our task to see that 
against us such things as plots shall no 
longer exist. With this purpose we 
shall slay without mercy all who take 
arms (in hand) to oppose our coming 
into our kingdom. Every kind of new 
institution of anything like a secret so- 
ciety will also be punished with death; 
those of them which are now in exis- 
tence, are known to us, serve us and 
have served us, we shall disband and 
send into exile to continents far re- 
moved from Europe. Iti this way we 
shall proceed with those goy masons 
bvho know too much; such of these as 
we may for some reason spare will be 
kept in constant fear of exile. We shall 
promulgate a law rnaking all former 
members of secret societies liable to 
exilefiom Europe as the centre of our 

rule. 

Resolutions of our government will be 
final, without appeal. 

In the ,qrj-v societies, in which we have 
planted and &ply rooted discord and 
protestantism, the only possible way of 
restoring order is to employ merciless 
measures that prove the direct force of 
authority: no regard must be paid to 
the victims who fall, they suffer for 
the well-being of the future. The at- 
tainment of that well-being, even at the 
expense of sacrifices, is the duty of 
and kind of government that acknowl- 
edges as justification for its existence 
not only its privileges brat its obliga- 
tions. The principal guarantee of sta- 
bility of rule is to confirm the aureole 
of power, and this aureole is attained 
only by such a majestic inflexibility of 
might as shall carry on its face the em- 
blems of inviolability from mystical 
causes--from the choice of God. SucS1 
was, until recent times, the Russian 
autocracy, the one and on1.y serious foe 

we had ~‘n the world, Mirhout countirtg 

the Papacy. Bear in mind the example 
when Italy, drenched with blood, 
never touched a hair of the head of 
Sulla who had poured forth that blood; 
Sulla enjoyed an apotheosis for his 
might in’the eyes of the people, though 
they had been tom in pieces by him, 
but his intrepid return to ltaly ringed 
him round with inviolability. The 
pwple do not lay a finger on him who 
hypnotizes them by his daring and 
*;trcngth of mind. 

Meantime, however-, until we come 
Into our kingdom, we shall azt in tht: 
contrary way: we shall create and 
multiply free masonic lodges in all the 
countries of the world, absorb into 
them all who may become or who arc 
prominent in public activity, for in 
these lodges we shall find oui principal 
intelligence office and means of influ- 
ence. All these lodges we shall bring 
under one central administration, 
known to us alone and to all others ab- 
solutely unknown, which will be com- 
posed of our learned elders. The 
lodges will have their representatives 
who will serve to screen the above- 
mentioned administration of masonry 
and from whom will issue the watch- 
word and programme. In these lodges 
we shall tie tygether the knot which 
binds together all revolutionary and 
liberal elements. Their composition 
will be made up of all strata of society. 
The most secret political plots will be 
known to us and will fall under our 
guiding hands on the very day of their 
conception. Anlong the mlernbers of 
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111ese lodges will be almost all the 
agents of international and national 
police since their service is for us irre- 
placeable in the respect that the police 
is in a position not only to use its own 
particular measures with the insubor- 
dinate, but also to screen our activities 
and provide pretexts for discontents, et 
cetera. 

The class of people who most willingly 
enter into secret societies are those 
who live by their wits, careerists, and 
in general people, mostly light- 
minded, with whom we shall have no 
difficulty in dealing and in using to 
wind up the mechanism of the machine 
devised by us. If this world grows ag- 
itated the meaning of that will be that 
we have had to stir up in order to 
break up its too great solidarity. But if 
there should arise in its midst a plot, 
then at the head of that plot will be no 
other than one of our most trusted ser- 
vants. It is natural that we and no 
other should lead masonsic activities, 
for we know whither we are leading, 
we know the final goal of every form 
of activity whereas the goyim have 
knowledge of nothing, not even of the 
immediate effect of action: they put 
before themselves, usually, the mo- 
mentary reckoning of the satisfaction 
of their self-opinion in the accom- 
plishment of their thought without 
even remarking that the very con- 
ception never belonged to their initia- 
tive but to our instigation of their 
thought. . . 

The goyim enter the lodges out of cu- 
riosity or in the hope by their means to 
get a nibble at the public pie, and some 
of them in order to obtain a hearing 
before the public for their impractica- 
ble and groundless fantasies: they 
thirst for the emotion of success and 
applause, of which we are remarkably 
generous. And the reason why we 
give them this success is to make use 
of the high conceit of themselves to 
which it gives birth, for that insensibly 
disposes them to assimilate our sug- 
gestions without being on their guard 
against them in the fullness of their 
confidence that it is their own infalli- 
bility which is giving utterance to their 
own thoughts and that it is impossible 
for them to borrow those of oth- 
ers....You cannot imagine to what ex- 
tent the wisest of the goyim can be 
brought to a state of unconscious 
naivete in the presence of this condi- 
tion of high conceit of themselves, and 
at the same time how easy it is to take 
the heart out of them by the slightest 

ill-success, though it be nothing more 
than the stoppage of the applause they 
had, and to reduce them to a slavish 
submission for the sake of winning a 
renewal of success....By so much as 
ours disregard success if only they can 
cany through their plans, by so much 
the goyim are willing to sacrifice any 
plans only to have success. This psy- 
chology of theirs materially facilitates 
for us the task of setting them in the 
required direction. These tigers in ap- 
pearance have the souls of sheep and 
the wind blows freely through their 
heads. We have set them on the 
hobby-horse of an idea about the ab- 
sorption of individuality by the sym- 
bolic unit of collectivism.. . .They have 
never yet and they never will have the 
sense to reflect that this hobby-horse is 
a manifest violation of the most im- 
portant laws of nature, which has es- 
tablished from the very creation of the 
world one unit unlike another and pre- 
cisely for the purpose of instituting in- 
dividuality. . . . 

If we have been able to bring them to 
such a pitch of stupid blindness is it 
not a proof, and an amazingly clear 
proof, of the degree to which the mind 
of the goyim is undeveloped in 
comparison with gur mind? This it is, 
mainly, which guarantees our success. 

And how far-seeing were our learned 
elders in ancient times when they said 
that to attain a serious end it behoves 
not to stop at any means or to count 
the victims sacrificed for the sake of 
that end. . . We have not counted the 
victims of the seed of the goy cattle, 
though we have sacrificed many of our 
own, but for that we have now already 
given them such a position on the earth 
as they could not even have dreamed 
of. The comparatively small numbers 
of the victims from the number of ours 
have preserved our nationality from 
destruction. 

Death is the inevitable end for all. It 
is better to bring that end nearer to 
those who hinder our affairs than to 
ourselves, to the founder of this affair. 
We execute masons in such wise that 
none save the brotherhood can ever 
have suspicion of it, not even the vic- 
tims themselves of our death sentence, 
they all die when required as iffrom a 
normal kind of illness. . . .Knowing 
that even the brotherhood in its turn 
dare not protest. By such methods we 
have plucked out of the midst of ma- 
sonry the very root of protest against 
our disposition. While preaching lib- 
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eralism to the goyim we at the same 
time keep our own people and our 
agents in a state of unquestioning sub- 
mission. 

Under our influence the execution of 
the laws of the goyim has been reduced 
to a minimum. The prestige of the law 
has been exploded by the liberal inter- 
pretations introduced into this sphere. 
In the most important and fundamental 
affairs and questions judges decide as 
we dictate to them, see matters in the 
light wherewith we enfold them for the 
administration of the goyim, of course, 
through persons who are our tools 
though we do not appear to have any- 
thing in common with them--by news- 
paper opinion or by other means. . . 
Even senators and the higher adminis- 
tration accept our counsels. The 
purely brute mind of the goyim is in- 
capable of use for analysis and obser- 
vation, and still more for the foresee- 
ing whither a certain manner of setting 
a question may tend. 

In this difference in capacity for 
thought between the goyim and our- 
selves may be clearly discerned the 
seal of our position on the Chosen 
People and of our higher quality of 
humanness, in contradistinction to the 
brute mind of the goyim. Their eyes 
are open, but see nothing before them 
and do not invent (unless, perhaps, 
material things). From this it is plain 
that nature herself has destined us to 
guide and rule the world. 

When comes the time of our overt 
rule, the time to manifest its blessings, 
we shall remake all legislatures, all our 
laws will be brief, plain, stable, with- 
out any kind of interpretations, so that 
anyone will be in a position to know 
them perfectly. The maid feature 
which will run rkht throrrnh them is 
submission to orders, and this princi- 
ple will be carried to a grandiose 
height. Every abuse will then disap- 
pear in consequence of the responsi- 
bility of all down to the lowest unit be- 
fore the higher authority of the repre- 
sentative of power. Abuses of power 
subordinate to this last instance will be 
so mercilessly punished that none will 
be found anxious to try experiments 
with their own powers. We shall fol- 
low up jealously every action of the 
administration on which depends the 
smooth running of the machinery of 
the State, for slackness in this produces 
slackness everywhere; not a single case 
of illegality or abuse of power will be 
left without exemplary punishment. 
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Concealment of guilt, connivance be- 
tween those in the service of the ad- 
ministration--all this kind of evil will 
disappear after the very first examples 
of severe punishment. The aureole of 
our power demands suitable, that is, 
cruel, punishments for the slightest in- 
fringement, for the sake of gain, of its 
supreme prestige. The sufferer, 
though his punishment may exceed his 
fault, will count as a soldier falling on 
the administrative field of battle in the 
interest of authority, principle and law, 
which do not permit that any of those 
who hold the reins of the public coach 
should turn aside from the public 
highway to their own private paths. 
For example: our judges will know that 
whenever they feel disposed to plume 
themselves on foolish clemency they 
are violating the law of justice which 
is instituted for the exemplary edifi- 
cation of men by penalties for lapses 
and not for display of the spiritual 
qualities of the judge.. . .Such qualities 
it is proper to show in private life, but 
not in a public square which is the 
educationary basis of human life. 

Our legal staff will serve not beyond 
the age of 55, firstly because old men 
more obstinately hold to prejudiced 
opinions, and are less capable of sub- 
mitting to new directions, and sec- 
ondly because this will give us the 
possibility by this measure of securing 
elasticity in the changing of staff, 
which will thus the more easily bend 
under our pressure: he who wishes to 
keep his place will have to give blind 
obedience to deserve it. In general, 
our judges will be elected by us only 
from among those who thoroughly un- 
derstand that the part they have to play 
is to punish and apply laws and not to 
dream about the manifestations of lib- 
eralism at the expense of the educa- 
tionary scheme of the State, as the 
goyim in these days imagine it to be. . 
. .This method of shuffling the staff 
will serve also to explode any col- 
lective solidarity of those in the same 
service and will bind all to the interests 
of the government upon which their 
fate will depend. The young genera- 
tion of judges will be trained in certain 
views regarding the inadmissibility of 
any abuses that might disturb the es- 
tablished order of our subjects among 
themselves. 

In these days the judges of the goyim 
create indulgences to every kind of 
crimes, not having a just understanding 
of the office, because the rulers of the 
present age in appointing judges to of- 

fice take no care to inculcate in them a 
sense of duty and consciousness of the 
matter which is demanded of them. As 
a brute beast lets out its young in 
search of prey, so do the goyim give 
their subjects places of profit without 
thinking to make clear for them what 
purpose such place was created. This 
is the reason why their governments 
are being ruined by their own forces 
through the acts of their own adminis- 
tration. 

Let us borrow from the example of the 
results of these actions yet another les- 
son for our government. 

We shall root our liberalism from all 
the important strategic posts of our 
government on which depends the 
training of subordinates for our State 
structure. Such posts will fall exclu- 
sively to those who have been trained 
by us for administrative rule. To the 
possible objection that the retirement 
of old servants will cost the Treasury 
heavily, I reply, firstly, they will be 
provided with some private service in 
place of what they lose, and, secondly, 
I have remarked that all the money in 
the world will be concentrated in our 
hands, consequently it is not our 
government that has to fear expense. 

Our absolutism will in all things be 
logically consecutive and therefore in 
each one of its decrees our supreme 
will will be respected and unquestion- 
ably fulfilled: it will ignore all mur- 
murs, all discontents of every kind and 
will destroy to the root every kind of 
manifestation of them in act by pun- 
ishment of an exemplary character. 

We shall abolish the right of cassation, 
which will be transferred exclusively 
to our disposal--to the cognizance of 
him who rules, for we must not allow 
the conception among the people of a 
thought that there could be such a 
thing as a decision that is not right of 
judges set up by us. If, however, 
anything like this should occur, we 
shall ourselves cassate the decision, 
but inflict therewith such exemplary 
punishment on the judge for lack of 
understanding of his duty and the pur- 
poses of his appointment as will pre- 
vent a repetition of such cases. . . .I 
repeat that it must be borne in mind 
that we shall know every step of our 
administration which only needs to be 
closely watched for the people to be 
content with us, for it has the right to 
demand from a good government a 
good official. ’ . 

Our government will have the ap- 
pearance of a patriarchal paternal 
guardianship on the part of our ruler. 
Our own nation and our subjects will 
discern in his person a father caring for 
their every need, their every act, their 
every inter-relation as subjects one 
with another, as well as their relations 
to the ruler. They will then be so 
thoroughly imbued with the thought 
that it is impossible for them to dis- 
pense with this wardship and guidance, 
if they wish to live in peace and quiet, 
that they will acknowledge the autoc- 
racy of our ruler with a devotion bor- 
dering on APOTHEOSIS, especially 
when they are convinced that those 
whom we set up do not put their own 
in place of his authority, but only 
blindly execute his dictates. They will 
be rejoiced that we have regulated ev- 
erything in their lives as is done by 
wise parents who desire to train their 
children in the cause of duty and sub- 
mission. For the peoples of the world 
in regard to the secrets of our policy 
are ever through the ages only children 
under age, precisely as are also their 
governments. 

As you see, I found our despotism on 
right and duty; the right to compel the 
execution of duty is the direct obliga- 
tion of a government which is a father 
for its subjects. It has the right of the 
strong that it may use it for the benefit 
of directing humanity towards that or- 
der which is defined by nature, 
namely, submission. Everything in the 
world is in a state of submission, if not 
to man, then to circumstance or its 
own inner character, in all Gases, to 
what is stronger. And so shall we be 
this something stronger for the sake of 
good. 

WE are obliged without hesitation to 
sacrifice individuals, who commit a 
breach of established order, for in the 
exemplary punishment of evil lies a 
great educational problem. 

When the King of Israel sets upon his 
sacred head the crown offered him by 
Europe he will become patriarch of the 
world. The indispensable victims of- 
fered by him in consequence of their 
suitability will never reach the number 
of victims offered in the course of 
centuries by the mania of magnifi- 
cence, the emulation between the goy 
governments. 

Our King will be in constant com- 
munion with the peoples, making to 
them from the tribune speeches which 
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arrange a simulation of disorders or 
some manifestation of discontents 
finding expression through the cooper- 
ation of good speakers. Round the 
speaker will assemble all who are 
sympathetic to his utterances. This 
will give us the pretext for domiciliary 
perquisitions and surveillance on the 
part of our servants from among the 
number of the goyim police. 

As the majority of conspirators act out 
of love for the game, for the sake of 
talking, so, until they commit some 
overt act we shall not lay a finger on 
them but only introduce into their 
midst observation elements. . . . It 
must be remembered that the prestige 
of authority is lessened if it frequently 
discovers conspiracies against itself: 
this implies a presumption of con- 
sciousness of weakness, or, what is 
still worse, of injustice. You are 
aware that we have broken through our 
agents, blind sheep of our flock, who 
are easily moved by a few liberal 
phrases to crimes provided only they 
be painted in political colours. We 
have compelled the rulers to acknowl- 
edge their weakness in advertising 
overt measures of secret defence and 
thereby we shall bring the promise of 
authority to destruction. 

Our ruler will be secretly protected 
only by the most insignificant guard, 
because we shall not admit so much as 
a thought that there could exist against 
him any sedition with which he is not 
strong enough to contend and is com- 
pelled to hide from it. 

If we should admit this thought, as the 
goyim have done and are doing, we 
should ipso facto be signing a death 
sentence, if not for our ruler, at any 
rate for his dynasty, at no distant date. 

According to strictly enforced outward 
appearances our ruler will employ his 
power only for the advantage of the 
nation and in no wise for his own or 
dynastic profits. Therefore, with the 
observance of this decorum, his au- 
thority will be respected and guarded 
by the subjects themselves, it will re- 
ceive an apotheosis in the admission 
that with it is bound up the well-being 
of every citizen of the State, for upon 
it will depend all order in the common 
life of the pack. 

Overt defence of the kind argues weak- 
ness in the organization of his 
strength. 

Our ruler will always among the peo- 
ple be surrounded by a mob of appar- 
ently curious men and women, who 
will occupy the front ranks about him, 
to all appearance by chance, and will 
restrain the ranks of the rest out of re- 
spect as it will appear for good order. 
This will sow an example of restraint 
also in others. If a petitioner appears 
among the people trying to hand a pe- 
tition and forcing his way through the 
ranks, the first ranks must receive the 
petition and before the eyes of the pe- 
titioner pass it to the ruler, so that all 
may know that what is handed in 
reaches its destination, that, conse- 
quently, there exists a control of the 
ruler himself. The aureole of power 
requires for its existence that the peo- 
ple may be able to say: “If the king 
knew of this,” or: “the king will hear 
of it. ” 

With the establishment of oficial se- 
cret defence the mystical prestige of 
authority disappears given a certain 
audacity, and everyone counts himself 
master of it, the sedition-monger is 
conscious of his strength, and when 
occasion serves watches for the mo- 
ment to make an attempt upon au- 
thority. . . . Far the goyim we have 
been preaching something else, but by 
that very fact we are enabled to see 
what measures of overt defence have 
brought them to. 

Criminals with us will be arrested at 
the first more or less well grounded 
suspicion; it cannot be allowed that out 
of fear of a possible mistake an op- 
portunity should be given of escape to 
persons suspected of a political lapse 
or crime, for in these matters we shall 
be literally merciless. If it is still 
possible, by stretching a point, to ad- 
mit a reconsideration of the motive 
causes in simple crimes, there is no 
possibility of excuse for persons occu- 
pying themselves with questions in 
which nobody except the government 
can understand anything. . . . And it is 
not all governments that understand 
true policy. 

PROTOCOL NO. 19 

The right of presenting petitions and 
projects. Sedition. Indictment 
of political crimes. Advertising 
of political crimes. 

If we do not permit any independent 
dabbling in the political we shall on 
the other hand encourage every kind of 
report or p&tion-with proposals for 
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the government to examine into all 
kinds of projects for the amelioration 
of the condition of the people; this will 
reveal to us the defects or else the fan- 
tasies of our subjects, to which we 
shall respond either by accomplishing 
them or by a wise rebutment to prove 
the short-sightedness of one who 
judges wrongly. 

Sedition-mongering is nothing more 
than the yapping of a lap-dog at an 
elephant. For a government well or- 
ganized, not from the police but from 
the public point of view, the lap-dog 
yaps at the elephant in entire uncon- 
sciousness of its strength and impor- 
tance. It needs no more than to take a 
good example to show the relative im- 
portance of both and the lap-dogs will 
cease to yap and will wag their tails 
the moment they set eyes on an ele- 
phant. 

In order to destroy the prestige of 
heroism for political crime we shall 
send it for trial in the category of 
thieving, murder, and every kind of 
abominable and filthy crime. Public 
opinion will then confuse in its con- 
ception this category of crime with the 
disgrace attaching to every other and 
will brand it with the same contempt. 

We have done our best, and I hope we 
have succeeded, to obtain that the 
goyim should not arrive at this means 
of contending with sedition. It was for 
this reason that through the Press and 
in speeches, indirectly--in cleverly 
compiled schoolbooks on history we 
have advertised the martyrdom alleged 
to have been accepted bj sedition- 
mongers for the idea of the com- 
monweal. (E.J.--good word, meaning 
common good--for general gdod) This 
advertisement has increased the con- 
tingent of liberals and has brought 
thousands of goyim into the ranks of 
our livestock cattle. 

Dharma, let us break the chapter at this 
point for if we move on too quickly 
there is not time for even brief diges- 
tion of contents. This is most “heavy” 
material albeit obvious and unmis- 
takable in Truth--that does not, how- 
ever, make it +ny the easier to accept. 
Just go on and change the numbering 
and we will continue. Blessings, 
chela, and thank you for your contin- 
uing work for the hours do grow SO 
long at the work and you, too, must 
come into the confrontation of that 
which has come down upon your 
species.

PROTOCOL NO. 20 

FINANCIAL PROGRAMME. Pro- 
gressive tax. Stamp progressive 
taxation. Exchequer, interest- 
bearing papers and stagnation of 
currency. Method of account- 
ing. Abolition of ceremonial 
displays. Stagnation of capital. 
Currency issue. Gold standard. 
Standard of cost of working man 
power. Budget. State loans. 
One per cent. Interest series. 
Industrial shares. Rulers of the 
goyim: courtiers and favoritism, 
masonic agents. 

(Hatonn: If this one doesn’t get to 
you--there is probably nothing that 
will do so! Please study this PRO- 
TOCOL most carefully and metic- 
ulously.) 

Today we shall touch upon the fi- 
nancial programme, which I put off to 
the end of my report as being the most 
difficult, the crowning and the decisive 
point of our plans. Before entering 
upon it I will remind you that I have 
already spoken before by way of a hint 
when I said that the sum total of our 
actions is settled by the question of 
figures. 

When we come into our kingdom our 
autocratic government will avoid, from 
a principle of self-preservation, sensi- 
bly burdening the masses of the people 
with taxes, remembering that it plays 
the part of father and protector. But as 
State organizations cost dear it is nec- 
essary nevertheless to obtain the funds 
required for it. I will, therefore, elab- 
orate with particular precaution the 
question of equilibrium in this matter. 

Our rule, in which the king will enjoy 
the legal fiction that everything in his 
State belongs to him (which may easily 
be translated into fact), will be enabled 
to resort to the lawful confiscation gf 
all sums of every kind for the reaula- 
tion of their circulation in the State. 
From this follows that taxation will 
best be covered by a progressive tax on 
property. In this manner the dues will 
be paid without straitening or ruining 
anybody in the form of a percentage of 
the amount of property. The rich 

must be aware that it is their DUTY to 
place a vart of their superfluities at 
the disvosal of the State since the

This social reform must come from 
above, for the time is ripe for it--it is 
indispensable as a pledge of peace. 

(Hatomr: Do not misread the above, 
ye who are “rich” and think you are 
excepted from this confiscation some- 
how. The plan is to extract by re- 
quirement that which is in holding 
while allowing continued earnings ON 
A PORTZON OF THE PROPERTY 
LEFT ZN THEZR POSSESSION. For 
you who can’t make up your minds 
what to do with sums in possession at 
present--there you have it in black and 
white EXACTLY that which they plan 
to do to get your assets in holding.) 

The tax upon the poor man is a seed of 
revolution and works to the detriment 
of the state which in hunting after the 
trifling is missing the big. Quite apart 
from this, a tax on capitalists dimin- 
ishes the growth of wealth in private 
hands in which we have in these days 
concentrated it as a counterpoise to the 
government strength of the goyim-- 
their State finances. 

A tax increasing in a percentage ratio 
to capital will give a much larger rev- 
enue than the present individual or 
property tax, which is useful to us now 
for the sole reason that it excites trou- 
ble and discontent among the goyim. 

The force upon which our king will 
rest consists in the equilibrium and the 
guarantee of peace, for the sake of 
which things it is indispensable that the 
capitalists should yield up a portion of 
their incomes for the sake of the secure 
working of the machinery of the State. 
State needs must be paid by those who 
will not feel the burden and have 
enough to take from. 

(Hatonn: Now, how do you know 
whether or not you are in the group 
which will be protected and tend&? If 
you don’t know all about this plan un- 
folding herein--YOU ARE NOT 
AMONG THE CHOSEN FEW TO 
PROSPER AND SURVIVE IN THE 
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SECURITY SHELTERS--PURELY 
AND SIMPLY PUT! YOUR ASSETS 
WILL SIMPLY BE CONFISCATED 
AND THAT WILL BE THAT!) 

Such a measure will destroy the hatred 
of the poor man for the rich, in whom 
he will see a necessary financial sup- 
port for the State, will see in him the 
organizer of peace and well-being 
since he will see that it is the rich man 
who is paying the necessary means to 
attain these things. 

(Hatorm: Now hold your breath for 
this next hooker.. . .) 

In order that payers of the educated 
classes should not too much distress 
themselves over the new payments they 
will have full accounts given them of 
the destination of those payments, 
WZTH THE EXCEPTION OF SUCH 
SUMS AS WILL BE APPROPRI- 
ATED FOR THE NEEDS OF THE 
THRONE AND THE AD- 
MZNISTZU TZVE INSTITUTIONS. 

He who reigns will not have any prop- 
erties of his own once all in the State 
represents his patrimony, or else the 
one would be in contradiction to the 
other; the fact of holding private 
means would destroy the right of prop- 
erty in the common possession of all. 

Relatives of him who reigns, his heirs 
excepted, who will be maintained by 
the resources of the state, must enter 
the ranks of servants of the state or 
must work to obtain the right to prop- 
erty; the privilege of royal blood must 
not serve for the spoiling of the trea- 
sury. (Hatonn: Go back, the magic 
phrase is “his heirs excepted”--i.e., all 
the Bush criminals in this given in- 
stance. Except Mr. Bush is NOT IN- 
TENDED TO BE THE KING--HE 
JUST THINKS SO!) 

Purchase, receipt of money or in- 
heritance will be subject to the pay- 
ment of a stamp progressive tax. Any 
transfer of property, whether money or 
other, without evidence of payment of 
this tax which will be strictly regis- 
tered by names, will render the former 
holder liable to pay interest on the tax 
from the moment of transfer of these 
sums up to the dtscovery of his evasion 
of declaration of the transfer. Transfer 
documents must be presented weekly at 
the local treasury office with notifica- 
tions of the name, surname and perma- 
nent place of residence of the former 
and the new holder of the property. 
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This transfer with register of names 
must begin from a definite sum which 
exceeds the ordinary expenses of buy- 
ing and selling of necessaries, and 
these will be subject to payment only 
by a stamp impost of a definite per- 
centage of the unit. 

Just strike an estimate of how many 
times such taxes as these will cover the 
revenue of the goyim States. 

The State exchequer will have to 
maintain a definite complement of re- 
serve sums, and all that is collected 
above that complement must be re- 
turned into circulation. On these sums 
will be organized public works. The 
initiative in works of this kind, pro- 
ceeding from State sources, will bind 
the working class firmly to the inter- 
ests of the State and to those who 
reign. From these same sums also a 
part will be set aside as rewards of in- 
ventiveness and productiveness. 

On no account should so much as a 
single unit above the definite and 
freely estimated sums be retained in 
the state treasury, for money exists to 
be circulated and any kind of stagna- 
tion of money acts ruinously on the 
running of the State machinery, for 
which it is the lubricant; a stagnation 
of the lubricant may stop the regular 
working of the mechanism. 

The substitution of interest-bearing pa- 
per for a part of the token of exchange 
has produced exactly this stagnation. 
The consequences of this circumstance 
are already sufficiently noticeable. 

A court of account will also be in- 
stituted by us and in it the ruler will 
find at any moment a full accounting 
for State income and expenditure, with 
the exception of the current monthly 
account, not yet made up, and that of 
the preceding month, which will not 
yet have been delivered. 

The one and only person who will 
have no interest in robbing the State is 
its owner, the ruler. This is why the 
personal control will remove the pos- 
sibility of leakages of extravagances. 

The representative function of the ruler 
at receptions for the sake of etiquette, 
which absorbs so much invaluable 
time, will be abolished in order that 
the ruler may have time for control and 
consideration. His power will not then 
be split up into fractional parts among 
time-serving favourites who surround 

the throne for its pomp and splendour, 
and are interested only in their own 
and not in the common interests of the 
State. 

department (the French administrative 
division for instance), each circle. 

Economic crises have been produced 
by us for the goyim by no other means 
than the withdrawal of money from 
circulation. Huge capitals have stag- 
nated, withdrawing money from 
States, which were constantly obliged 
to apply to those same stagnant capitals 
for loans. These loans burdened the 
finances of the State with the payment 
of interest and made them the bond 
slaves of these capitals. . . . The con- 
centration of industry in the hands of 
capitalists out of the hands of small 
masters has drained away all the juices 
of the peoples and with them also of 
the States. 

In order that there may be no delays in 
the paying out of money for Stat< 
needs the sums and terms of such pay- 
ments will be fixed by decree of thr 
ruler; this will do away with the 
protection by a ministry of one institu- 
tion to the detriment of others. 

The budgets of income and expenditure 
will be carried out side by side that 
they may not be obscured by distance 
one to another. 

The present issue of money in general 
does not correspond with the require- 
ments per head, and cannot therefore 
satisfy all the needs of the workers. 
The issue of money ought to corre- 
spond with the growth of population 
and thereby children also must abso- 
lutely be reckoned as consumers of 
currency from the day of their birth. 
The revision of issue is a material 
question for thewhole world. 

You are aware that the gold standard 
has been the ruin of the States which 
adopted it, for it has not been able to 
sari& the demands for money, the 
more so that we have removed gold 
from circulation as far as possible. 
(Hatonn: Go back and re-read that 
portion. I warn you again that gold 
will be confiscated so it is better to 
have a bit for trade but best to have it 
as collateral--YOU SEE, DEAR 
ONES, THEY PLAN TO HAVE IT 
ALL AT ANY RATE! IT IS SIMPLY 
A MATTER OF TIMTNG. YOU 
MIGHT BETTER HAVE THE AS- 
SETS WORKING ON SOMETHING 
PRODUCTIVE IN THE INTERIM 
WHICH MAY BOTH PROTECT 
SOME OF YOUR ASSETS AND, AT 
WORST, GlVE YOU BARTER 
ABILITY FOR THE INVESTMENT.) 

The reforms projected by us in the fi- 
nancial institutions and principles of 
the goyim will be clothed by us in such 
forms as will alarm nobody. We shall 
point out the necessity of reforms in 
consequence of the disorderly darkness 
into which the goyim by their irregu- 
larities have plunged the finances. ?-hc 
first irregularity, as we shall point out, 
consists in their beginning with draw-- 
ing up a single budget which year after 
year grows owing to the following 
cause: this budget is dragged out to 
half the year, then they demand a bud- 
get to put things right, and this they 
expend in three months, after which 
they ask for a supplementary budget, 
and all this ends with a liquidation 
budget. But, as the budget of the fo- 
lowing year is drawn up in accordance 
with the sum of the total addition, the 
annual departure from the normal 
reaches as much as 50 per cent in a 
year, and so the annual budget is tre- 
bled in ten years. Thanks to such 
methods, allowed by the carelessness 
of the gay States, their treasuries are 
empty. The period of loans super-- 
venes, and that has swallowed up rc- 
mainders and brought all the soy Statu 
to bankruptcy. L 

You understand perfectly that eco- 
nomic arrangements of this kind, 
which have been suggested to the 
goyim by us, cannot be carried on by 
US. 

With us the standard that must be in- 
troduced is the cost of working-man 
power, whether it be reckoned in paper 
or in wood. We shall make the issue 
of money in accordance with the nor- 
mal requirements of each subject, 
adding to the quantity with every birth 
and subtracting with every death. 

The accounts will be managed by each 

” . 

Every kind of loan proves infirmity in 
the State and a want of understanding 
of the rights of the State. Loans hang 
like a sword of Damocles over the 
heads of rule s, who, instead of taking 
from their su x jects by a temporary tax, 
come begging with outstretched palm 
of our bankers. Foreign loans are 
leeches which there is no possibility of 
removing from the body of the State 
until they fall off of themselves or the 
State flings them off. But the gay 
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States do not tear them off; they go on 
in persisting in putting more on to 
themselves so that they must inevitably 
perish, drained by voluntary blood- 
letting. 

What also indeed is, in substance, a 
loan, especially a foreign loan? A loan 
is--an issue of government bill of ex- 
change containing a percentage obliga- 
tion commensurate to the sum of the 
loan capital. If the loan bears a charge 
of 5 per cent., then in twenty years the 
State vainly pays away in interest a 
sum equal to the loan borrowed, in 
forty years it is paying a double sum, 
in sixty--treble, and all the while the 
debt remains an unpaid debt. 

From this calculation it is obvious that 
with any form of taxation per head the 
State is bailing out the last coppers of 
the poor taxpayers in order to settle 
accounts with wealthy foreigners, from 
whom it has borrowed money instead 
of collecting these coppers for its own 
needs without the additional interest. 

So long as loans were internal the 
goyim only shuffled the money from 
the pockets of the poor to those of the 
rich, but when we bought up the nec- 
essary persons in order to transfer 
loans into the external sphere all the 
wealth of States flowed into our cash- 
boxes and all the goyim began to pay 
us the tribute of subjects. (Hatonn: 
Still laughing at that extra $13 billion 
to Israel???) 

If the superficiality of goy kings on 
their thrones in regard to State affairs 
and the venality of ministers or the 
want of understanding of financial 
matters on the part of other ruling per- 
sons have made their countries debtors 
of our treasuries to amounts quite im- 
possible to pay it has not been accom- 
plished without on our part heavy ex- 
penditure of trouble and money. 

Stagnation of money will not be al- 
lowed by us and therefore there will be 
no State interest-bearing paper, except 
a one-per-cent series, so that there will 
be no payment of interest to leeches 
that suck all the strength out of the 
State. (Hatonn: Might this also tell 
you exactly that which they plan to do 
with State bonds, bills and State 
backed ” funds”? Those investments 
are now on “borrowed“ time, friends-- 
not just borrowed money--and they 
will be dissolved at some point, sud- 
denly, with surprise.) The right to is- 
sue interest-bearing paper will be given 

exclusively to industrial companies 
who will find no difficulty in paying 
interest out of profits, whereas the 
State does not make interest on bor- 
rowed money like these companies, for 
the State borrows to spend and not to 
use in operations. (Hatonn: So, in 
fact, at some point these nice little cor- 
porations set up in good public prod- 
ucts and projects might just even qual- 
ify for State loans--how about that? 
We haven’t been too shabby in our 
teaching either, chelas--we go with that 
which they use for their own protec- 
tion under their own laws and we will 
get through this transition of a rem- 
nant--with integrity and within the 
bounds of Caesar’s rules.) 

Industrial papers will be bought also 
by the government which from being 
as now a payer of tribute by loan oper- 
ations will be transformed into a lender 
of money at a profit. This measure 
will stop the stagnation of money, par- 
asitic profits and idleness, all of which 
were useful for us among the goyim so 
long as they were independent but are 
not desirable under our rule. 

How clear is the undeveloped power of 
thought of the purely brute brains of 
the goyim, as expressed in the fact that 
they have been borrowing from us 
with payment of interest without ever 
thinking that all the same these very 
moneys plus an addition for payment 
of interest must be got by them from 
their own State pockets in order to set- 
tle up with us. What could have been 
simpler than to take the money they 
wanted from their own people? 

But it is a proof of the genius of our 
chosen mind that we have contrived to 
present the matter of loans to them in 
such a light that they have even seen in 
them an advantage for themselves. 

Our accounts, which we shall present 
when the time comes, in the light of 
centuries of experience gained by ex- 
periments made by us on the goy 
States, will be distinguished by clear- 
ness and definite--and will show at a 
glance to all men the advantage of our 
innovations. They will put an end to 
those abuses to which we owe our 
mastery over the goyim, but which 
cannot be allowed in our kingdom. 

We shall so hedge about our system of 
accounting that neither the ruler nor 
the most insignificant public servant 
will be in a position to divert even the 
smallest sum from its destination with- 

out detection or to direct it in another 
direction except that which will be 
once fixed in a definite plan of action. 

And without a definite plan it is im- 
possible to rule. Marching along an 
undetermined road and with undeter- 
mined resources brings to ruin by the 
way heroes and demi-gods. 

The goy rulers, whom we once upon a 
time advised should be distracted from 
State occupations by representative re- 
ceptions, observances of etiquette, en- 
tertainments, were only screens for our 
rule. The accounts of favourite 
courtiers who replaced them in the 
sphere of affairs were drawn up for 
them by our agents, and every time 
gave satisfaction to short-sighted 
minds by promises that in the future 
economies and improvements were 
foreseen. . . .Economies from what? 
From new taxes?--were questions that 
might have been but were not asked by 
those who read our accounts and pro- 
jects. 

You know to what they have been 
brought by this carelessness, to what a 
pitch of financial disorder they have 
arrived, notwithstanding the astonish- 
ing industry of their peoples. 

PROTOCOL NO. 21 

Internal loans. Debit and taxes. 
Conversions. Bankruptcy. Sav- 
ings banks and rents. Abolition 
of money markets. Regulation 
of industrial values. 

To what I reported to you at the last 
meeting I shall now add a detailed ex- 
planation of internal loans. Of foreign 
loans I shall say nothing more, because 
they have fed us with the. national 
moneys of the goyim, but for our State 
there will be no foreigners, that is, 
nothing external. 

We have taken advantage of the venal- 
ity of administrators and the slackness 
of rulers to get our money twice, thrice 
and more times over, by lending to the 
goy governments moneys which were 
not at all needed by the States. Could 
anyone do the like in regard to us? 
Therefore I shpll only deal with the 
details of internal loans. 

States announce that such a loan is to 
be concluded and open subscriptions 
for their own bills of exchange, that is, 
for their interest-bearing paper. That 
they may be within the reach of all the 
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price is determined at from a hundred 
to a thousand; and a discount is made 
for the earliest subscribers. Next day 
by artificial means the price of them 
goes up, the alleged reason being that 
everyone is rushing to buy them. In a 
few days the treasury safes are as they 
say overflowing and there’s more 
money than they can do with (why 
then take it?). The subscription, it is 
alleged, covers many times over the is- 
sue total of the loan; in this lies the 
whole stage effect--look you, they say, 
what confidence is shown in the gov- 
ernment’s bills of exchange. 

But when the comedy is played out 
there emerges the fact that a debit and 
an exceedingly burdensome debit has 
been created. For the payment of in- 
terest it becomes necessary to have re- 
course to new loans which do not 
swallow up but only add to the capital 
debt. And when this credit is ex- 
hausted it becomes necessary by new 
taxes to cover, not the loan, but only 
the interest on it. These taxes are a 
debit employed to cover a debt. 

Later comes the time for conversions, 
but they diminish the payment of inter- 
est without covering the debt, and be- 
sides they cannot be made without the 
consent of the lenders; on announcing 
a conversion a proposal is made to re- 
turn the money to those who are not 
willing to convert their paper. If ev- 
erybody expressed his unwillingness 
and demanded his money back, the 
government would be hooked on their 
own flies and would be found insol- 
vent and unable to pay the proposed 
sums. By good luck the subjects of the 
goy governments, knowing nothing 
about financial affairs, have always 
preferred losses on exchange and 
diminution of interest to the risk of 
new investments of their moneys, and 
have thereby many a time enabled 
these governments to throw off their 
shoulders a debit of several millions. 

Nowadays, with external loans, these 
tricks cannot be played by the goyim 
for they know that we shall demand all 
our moneys back. 

In this way and acknowledged 
bankruptcy will best prove to the vari- 
ous countries the absence of any means 
between the interests of the peoples 
and of those who rule them. 

I beg you to concentrate your par- 
ticular attention upon this point and 
upon the following: nowadays all in- 

ternal loans are consolidated by so- 
called flying loans, that is, such as 
have terms of payment more or less 
near. These debts consist of moneys 
paid into the savings banks and reserve 
funds. If left for long at the disposi- 
tion of a government these funds 
evaporate in the payment of interest on 
foreign loans, and are replaced by the 
deposit of equivalent amounts of 
rentes. @I--good word: Income or 
revenue in general; annuity.) 

And these last it is which patch up all 
the leaks in the State treasuries of the 
goyim . 

When we ascend the throne of the 
world all these financial and similar 
shifts, as being not in accord with our 
interest, will be swept away so as not 
to leave a trace, as also will be de- 
stroyed all money markets, since we 
shall not allow the prestige of our 
power to be shaken by fluctuations of 
prices set upon our values, which we 
shall announce by law at the price 
which represents their full worth with- 
out any possibility of lowering or 
raising. (Raising gives the pretext for 
lowering, which indeed was where we 
made a beginning in relation to the 
values of the go$m.) 

We shall replace the money markets by 
grandiose government credit institu- 
tions, the object of which will be to fix 
the price of industrial values in accor- 
dance with government views. The 
institutions will be in a position to 
fling upon the market five hundred 
millions of industrial paper in one day, 
or to buy up of the same amount. In 
this way all industrial undertakings 
will come into dependence upon us. 
You may imagine for yourselves what 
immense power we shall thereby se- 
cure for ourselves. 
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(Hatonn: Yes, yes, I know that if you 
just read and understand this outlay of 
planning you can see exactly where 
you are in the PLAN and what and 
when to expect that which is coming 
and the following is the most important 
information of all, chelas, so read on, 
please.) 

Surely there is no need to seek further 
proof that our rule is predestined by 
God? Surely we shall not fail with 
such wealth to prove that all that evil 
which for so many centuries we have 
had to commit has served at the end of 
ends the cause of true well-being--the 
bringing of everything into order? 
Though it be even by the exercise of 
some violence, yet all the same it will 
be established. We shall contrive to 
prove that we are benefactors who 
have restored to the rent and mangled 
earth the true good and also freedom of 
the person, and therewith we shall en- 
able it to be enjoyed in peace and 
quiet, with proper dignity of relations, 
on the condition, of course, of strict 
observance of the laws established by 
us. We shall make plain therewith that 
freedom does not consist in dissipation 
and in the right of unbridled license 
any more than the dignity and force of 
a man do not consist in the right of ev- 
eryone to promulgate destructive 
principles in the nature of freedom of 
conscience, equality and the like, that 
freedom of the person in nd wise con- 
sists in the right to agitate oneself and 
others by abominable speeches before 
disorderly mobs, and that tnie freedom 
consists in the inviolability of the per- 
son who honourably and strictly ob- 
serves all the laws of life in common, 
that human dignity is wrapped up in 
consiciousness of the rights and also of 
the absence of rights of each, and not 
wholly and solely in fantastic imagin- 
ings about the subject of one’s ego. 

PROTOCOL NO. 22 

The secret of what is coming. The 
evil of many centuries as the 
foundation of future well-being. 
The aureole of power and its 
mystical worship. 

Our authority will be glorious because 
it will be all-powerful, will rule and 
guide, and r@ muddle along after 
leaders and orators shrieking them- 
selves hoarse with senseless works 
which they call great principles and 
which are nothing else, to speak hon- 
estly, but utopian. Our authority will 
be the crown of order, and in that is 
included the whole happiness of man. 

In all that has so far been reported by 
me to you, I have endeavoured to de- 
pict with care the secret of what is 
coming, of what is past, and of what is 
going on now, rushing into the flood 
of the great events coming already in 
the near future, the secret of our rela- 
tions to the goyim and of financial 
operations. On this subject there re- 
mains still a little for me to add. 

In our hands is the greatest power of 
our day--gold: in two days we can 
procure from our storehouses any 
quantity we may please. 



The aureole of this authority will in- 
spire a mystical bowing of the knee be- 
fore it and a reverent fear before it of 
all the peoples. True force makes no 
terms with any right, not even with 
that of God: none dare come near to it 
so as to take so much as a span from it 
away. 

(Hatonn: I cannot pass this point with- 
out speaking to you of refusing coop- 
eration with the “Beast”. This is the 
lie of lies for the sorting of the trou- 
blemakers away from the placid 
“acceptors” and “be-ers”. Don’t fall 
for this hogwash for it infers that you 
have no power to exist on the same 
planet with this cursed beast without 
falling into the traps. Once in knowl- 
edge, ye have not to fall into any trap. 
God is reclaiming that which is His 
and birthing that which is battered into 
higher status and translation. Why 
would you “fight” and squander thine 
precious and valuable service and life 
by such foolishness? Follow your 
given rules in your physical and bear 
ever the goal of God within and you 
cannot be imprisoned. The beast 
knows that Truth is promised upon and 
throughout the lands--he simply feels it 
no longer a threat of any great extent 
and would actually prefer the idiots in 
his service stop shooting at Dharma 
and Thomas. We need to get a rem- 
nant through who wish to come in the 
service and Truth of God-ness into the 
kingdom of HIS sacred places--will- 
ingly and of free-will. The evil will be 
left to devour itself for evil cannot ex- 
ist in the Light of Truth and he wishes 
not to come into the Kingdom of Light 
at any cause whatsoever. We are not 
speaking of force on the part of God 
for God is not in the forcing of any- 
thing nor anyone--by this very fact 
God always wins and your Satanic ad- 
versary knows as much.

That the peoples may become ac- 
customed to obedience it is necessary 
to inculcate lessons of humility and 
therefore to reduce the production of 
articles of luxury.

We shall re-establish small 
master production which will mean 
laying a mine under the private capital 
of manufacturers. This is indispens- 
able also for the reason that manu- 
facturers on the grand scale often 
move, though not always consciously, 
the thoughts of the masses in directions

against the government. A people of 
small masters knows nothing of unem- 
ployment and this binds him closely 
with existing order, and consequently 
with the firmness of authority. Unem- 
ployment is a most perilous thing for a 
government. For us its part will have 
been played out the moment authority 
is transferred into our hands. Drunk- 
enness also will be prohibited by law 
and punishable as a crime against the 
humanness of man who is turned into a 
brute under the influence of alcohol. 

Subjects, I repeat once more, give 
blind obedience only to the strong 
hand which is absolutely independent 
of them, for in it they feel the sword of 
defence and support against social 
scourges. . . .What do they want with 
an angelic spirit in a king? What they 
have to see in him is the personitica- 
tion of force and power.
